were Introduced by the state to
day at the trial of Atteaux, Wm. M.
Wood, and Dennis J. Collins, charged
with conspiracy to "plant" dynamite
during the strike at Lawrence.

Introduce Voackers.
rThe first of the voucners showed

the payment of $505 to Atteaux "for
expenses incurred during the Law
rence strike." This was drawn on
March 22, 1912. Anotner check for
$2,100 was drawn on July 26. this be-

ing marked "in full for all claims to
date."

Attempt to Involve Wood.
The vouchers indicated that the

payments were authorized by presi-
dent Wood Both checks were en-

dorsed with Atteaux's signature.
The exhibits were offered in support

of the state's claim that the defen-
dants conspired with John J. Breen
and Ernest W. Pitman to "plant"
djnamite in the homes of the strikers
at Lawrence in order to give the im-
pression to the public that the strik-
ers contemplated blowing up the
.merican Woolen company's mill.

The state attempted to show that
president Wood was involved and that
the American Woolen company through
Wood had helped to pay the expenses
of the conspiracy.

Banker Identifies Signature.
Edward B. Lynch, paying teller of

the Federal Trust company, of this
city, where Atteaux had funds on. de-
posit took the stand and identified
Atteaux's signature on four or five
papers which district attorney W. J.
Pelletier offered as exhibits. Henry
F. Hurlburt. of counsel for Wood, ob-

jected to their admission as evidence
against his client. He argued that the
exhibits were not competent until somo
connection should be established be-

tween the papers and the alleged con-
spiracy. The district attorney declared
the paners would speak for themselves
and would show the payment of money
from one defendant to another. Judge
Crosby admitted the exhibits with tho
understanding that they would be com-
petent only in the event that som
connection between the papers and the
alleged conspiracy should be estab-
lished by evidence.

Qaestioa Company Treaaarer.
The district attorney then called

William H. Dwelley. jr., treasurer of
the American V oolen company, and
questioned him Mr. Dwelley told of
being called into Mr Woods' office one
dav when the latter told him that he
had settled in full with Atteaux. At
Mr. Wood's direction, Dwelley made
out the check and voucher. That was
the da, he said, on which the com-
pany was paj nig the attorneys in

onnection with the Lawrence strike
affairs.

Dwelley testified to having heard
Atteaux offer his serwees to Mr. Wood
in an effort to settle the strike.

Itemised Vecoaat Net Repaired.
Dweile was questioned regarding the

payment ot unuemized accounts. Ex-ct- pt

for the purchase of merchandise.
Dwelle said it was the company's rule
not to require an itemized account for
expenses occurred by any officer or any
regular or special emploje of the com-
pany.

Tne itness said he had known At-
teaux 20 years. He often saw him at
the office of the American Woolen com-
pany, both before an'd during the strike.
