SEVERAL ARIZONA
MEASURES UNSIGNED

Governor 'Will Permit Several te Be-
come Laws W'.thwat Hta Slgaatare;

One Taxation Meaaate.
Phoenix. Ariz , May 27. Three of

the laws passed by the legislature at
th. third sptcial session probably will
become laws without the signature of
goernor Hunt.

It is known that the governor dis-
approves of the law for the taxation
of express ompanies, of the insurance
ooe and the bawdy house abatement

law He will not veto them, however.
but will remain passive, as the consti-
tution allows him to do.

At the first session the legislature
passed a law assessing express com-
panies four per cent of their gross
receipts, but the companies managed
to paj their taxes under the former
law and got off for $490. Four per
cent of their receipts would have been
approximately $2,000. The new law
raises the tax to six per cent of the
gross receipts.

Governor Hunt has had state exam-
iner W. H. Plunkett reading the in-

surance code. It is understood that
several jokers have been discovered.

Thursday is the last day that gov-
ernor Hunt has to sign bills the leg-
islature passed at the last session.
Those he does not sign or disapprove
within ten days after adjournment, be-
come laws without his signature.

The municipal incorporation, recall,
marriage and divorce, and election
codes are still in the hands of th
governor, as well as-- the. Llnney bill
appropnatins $1,000 for an Arizona
exhibit at the Tulsa dry farm congress.

EING repeatedly sent to a saloonB with a tin pall for beer, as tes-
tified to by Marie Wallace, aged

14 years, on the stand in the 34th dis-
trict court Monday, was taken as one of
the causes which led to her downfall.

Former President Denies.
Charge of Drunkenness;
Admits Using Light Wine.

DOES NOT SMOKE
NOR TOUCH BEER

ARQUETTE, Mich., May 27.M. Theodore Roosevelt took the
stand today In his libel suit

against Geo. A. Newett, who in an ed-

itorial charged him with drunkenness.
The former president entered a denial.
He admitted usine light wines with
his meals, but said he never touchedstrong liquors except on advice of his
physician or after great exposure. He
said he does not smoke ndV touch beer.

Ha Never Drank a Caektall.
After giving a "brief outline of his

political career, the former president
said:

"I have never drunk a cocktail or a
highball in ray life. With the excep-
tions hereafter noted, I never drankwhisky or brandy except under the ad-
vice of a physician. I don't, care for
the taste of either. I don't smoke and
I don't drink beer, because I dislike
smoking and dislike the taste of beer.

"I never have drunk whisky rr
brandy except when the doctor pre-
scribed it. or possibly on some occa-
sion after great exposure when I was
chilled through. But It has been cer-
tainly 15 or 20 years since I have
drunk It because of being chilled
through. ;

TTnea White Wlaes. j
4 ucicr nave arons oeer, nor ao x

drink red wine. The only wines that
I have drunk have been white
wines. Madeira, champagne or Very
occasionally, a glass of sherry. At
home, I often at dinner, will drink a
wine glass or two wine glasses of Ma-
deira. In summer, instead of the Ma-
deira, I will often drink a tall glass
of "wine and Holland water or 'Poly'
water. 'At public dinners I sometimes
drink a glass of champagne, or per-
haps two. I think that on the average
this means that I will drink cham-
pagne about once a month."

Has Ha Few Mlat Jatefw.
"Mint juleps I very rarely drink. In

the white house we had a mint bed
and I should think that on the aver-
age I may have drunk half a dozen
mint juleps a year. Since I left the
white house, four years ago, to the
best of my memory, I have drunk
mint juleps twice; on one occasion at
the Country club at St. Louis, where I
drank part of a glass of mint julep and
on another occasion at a big luncheon
given me at Little Rock, Ark , where
they passed around the table a loving
cup with the mint julep in it and., I J

"The only other occasions on which
I have drunk whisky have been when
it has been prescribed by the doctor.
During the last 14 years I don't believe
I have drunk whisky straight or with (
water more man hair a dozen times.

"We had breakfast at 8 or 8:39,
Mrs. Roosevelt, the children and my-
self. After breakfast, if the weather
was good, Mrs. Roosetelt and I walked
around the white house grounds for 2d
minutes or half an hour. I then came
over to the white house office and as
soon as I reached there Mr. Loeb came
in with the mail, and papers to sign.
After about half an hour of this the
senators and congressmen would begin ,

to arrive. If it was an ordinary day
they would generally continue to ar-
rive until 12 or 1 but if it was a cab-
inet day they would stop at 11
o'clock."

Worku As He TH Shaved.
"At 11 oclock when I went in to get

shaved, I would usually get Mr. Loeb
in and dictate to him or he would takeup 'with me the mail that had accumu-
lated during the morning and wonld re-
ceive directions about various things
that had arisen during the morning. I
would also frequently see some mem-
ber of the cabinet or some man I knew
intimately during that time, or some
newspaper man would be allowed to
come in to ask questions. Mr. Loeb
generally sitting by and waiting un-
til the answer had been given and then
resuming the work.

"Often Mr. Loeb would follow me out
to the wash room and continue talking
with me. and getting directions and
laying matters before me while I
washed my hands. I would then eo to
lunch. Immediately after lunch I
would return to the office I might
then again work with Mr. Loeb for an
hour or some member of tne cabinet
or other person with whom I had to
talk over details of official business.

No Drinks Between Meal.
"I never in my life, while in the white

house or anywhere else, have ever lefta room for the purpose of getting a
drink between meals, and It would have
been a. physical impossibility for me to
have left the room for any such purpose
at any period of my work In the white
house.

Describes Trip ta New York.
"On the 17th and 18th of February

last, I was staying in New York with
Mrs. Roosevelt and my daughter at the
Marquis hotel, at 12 East 31st street.
Mrs. Roosevelt and my daughter and I
had breakfast served in our apartment,
at about 9. Immediately afterwards, on
both days. I walked down Madison ave-
nue to 23d street, across to Fourth ave-
nue, and into the Outlook office, doing
work and seeing various people until
about 5:30 the first day. and until 5
the next day. going out for a few
minutes for lunch. When I left the
office on Monday I walked up Fourth
avenue to 31st street and across to the
Marquis hotel. where I had tea with
Mrs. Roosevelt. On Tuesday. I left at

oclock and took the 5 30 train front
the Pennsylvania depot for 0ster Bay.
On neither day did I touch a drop of
anything at any time. When in town

usually, but not always, lunch with
some member or the Outlook start andduring the three years I don't recall an
instance where I ever drank anything
except either milk, tea or coffee. On

The white house had a mintbed
when he was president, but he,
drank only an occasional mint Ju-

lep, said Col. Theodore Roosevelt in
court today.

He drinks champagne, he says, but
never drinks more than two glasses.

He is Dutch, but he does not drink
beer and never smokes.

Never drank a cocktail or a high-
ball in his life.

Only drinks whisky and brandy
under orders of a doctor.

Mnid not tret me some white wine, sav
ing I never drank beer. They asked
me if I would not take a mouthful any-
way, because they said it was the beer
that made Milwaukee famous. So I
took a mouthful and then took white
wine. They then all sang songs, but
titer- - was only one song in which I
could Join.

"While I was governor and always
mv habits in using wincand champagne
have been precisely as stated."

Llaaor la Small Quantities.

Senator Cummins Asks For
Investigation of Charges
Made by President.

THINKS LOBBYISTS
DELAY THE TARIFF

ASHINGTON, p. C. May 27.W Senator A. K Cummins today
presented to the senate a reso

lution to direct vice president Marshall
to appoint five senators to investigate
president Wilson's charge that a lobby
exists in Washington to influence
legislation, particularly on the tariff,
and to report within 10 days.

AVIIsob Deneancea Lobby.
President Wilson stirred congres-

sional circles with an emphatic state-
ment denouncing the "industrious"
and "insidious" lobby in Washington,
attempting to create public sentiment
against certain features of the Under-
wood tariff bill. This was accepted
at tne capltol referring to the un- -
usual efforts beiner made aeainst freeraw wool and free sugar.

While the president was declaring
it his opinion that the public be re-
lieved "from the intolerable burden,"
senators and representatives were
viewing on hand the cidence- ikm... J.i.:x. vT . .

ments made by senator Simmons, chair
man of the finance committee which
now has the tariff bill in hand that,

'in his opinion, the lobbyists were not
making any headway.

Te Restrict LoMtylstx.
The president's declaration that the

lobbyists were so thick that one
couldn't "throw a brick without hit-
ting one," revived Interest in two bills
recently introduced in the house and
senate to limit lobbying on pending
legislation

Senator Kenyon of Iowa, and repre-
sentative Smith of New York declared
they would press bills they have in-
troduced which would restrict the
worn of lobbyists, require their regis-
tration and that they be licensed to
appear before any committee or to
carry on a campaign for or against
proposed legislation. Heavy penalties
would be imposed for violations.

Xo Change la Policy.
Democratic leaders are almost unan-

imous in support of the president's
statement maintaining that they are
well able to handle the impending tar-
iff legislation and that sugar and wool
will be thoroughly considered and
discussed by the finance committee
and Democratic caucuses before it is
reported.

Plan Currency Reform.
The senate banking and currency

committee began its investigation of
what is the matter with the nation's
currency system and how its defects
should be remedied, when a list of
questions to be vent to bankers and
financial experts was approved and
prepared for immediate distribution.

Emergency Currency.
Senator Nelson introduced a bill pro- -

posing a system or "asset-secure- d cur--
rency" for national banks under which
the banks of the country could, ifnecessary, issue emergency currency to
the total amount of $295,000,000. The
bill would give banks authority to
issue the new notes to an amount not
greater than the difference between
their present bond-secur- ed currency
and their total paid in capital. The
new notes would constitute a "first and
preierrea lien upon an oi cue assets
of the bank by which they were issued.

To restrict the use of the new cur-
rency to emergencies, the Nelson bill
proposes a tax of 4 percent per year on
the extra notes, increasing in rate
monthly and reaching 10 percent in five
months In a statement accompanying
the bill, senator Nelson drew attention
to the fact that the total amount of
clearing house certificates issued in the
financial crisis of 1907 was 1253,000.000,
or nearly S50.000.000 less than the
amount of emergency currency that
would be available under his plan.

Five Men Suspended on Charge of Trying to Control

Union Votes Their Organization Is Declared Detri-
ment to the Unions, After Investigation by a

Committee Henry M. Walker Says State
Federation of Labor Convention Will

Bring Only 150 Men Here.

sulted in the expulsion of five members
from the central body Monday night
when the committee which had been
appointed to investigate the club made
Its report. The differences of the
unions may find an airing in the courts.

The committee reported to the Cen-

tral Labor Union that "Z" club was or-

ganised and was a detriment to the
central body, that tne objects of the
club were to control the labor vote and
each labor organization; that the club
was started bv F. J. Schilling. W. G.
Griffin, A. M. James, F. W. Curtis and
W. H. Brophy and that others had
joined, that the obligation of the club
was stronger than that of any union or
fraternal order and contrary to thei principles -

and ethics ofZ union labor or
sanations The resolution ended by
recommending that the members of the
'& club who are memDers of tne cen-

tral Labor Union be expelled until
April first, 1914, or longer if they con-
tinue as members of the club and that
they be denied the right to attend or
witness any meetings of the central
body. The report was signed by Ed
Kessel. of the --Butchers' un.on; R. J.
Harrison, of the Electrical Workers'
union, and J. E-- Burton, of the Horse-shoe- rs

union. The recommendation
and report of the committee was adopt-
ed at the meeting Monday night, mem-
bers of the central body say. Griffin
is secretary-treasur- er of the Central
Labor Union.

An OW Fight.
The fight within the Central Labor

Union, 'which is the organization com-
posed of representatives of all the
unions in El Paso, has been in progress
for several years. Henry M. Walker,
editor of the Texas Union, the official
labor union paper, has been the leader
of one faction and A. M. James, F C.
Standish and others are said to have
represented the faction opposing the
editor of the labor paper. The present
difficulty arose at the time thatcharges against Walker were being in-
vestigated by the central body. It was
charged by A. M. James and F-- C
Standish that Walker had made a state-
ment against them as a result of the
two men appearing before the chamber
of commerce and asking for funds to
go to Port Arthur to get the 1914 meet-
ing of the state federation of labor.
According to Walker. James made a
statement on April 14 at a meeting of
the central body that Walker had tolda member of the chamber of commerce
that James and Standisii would squan
der the monej. A committee was ap- -
pointed and an investigation started
whic-- resulted m n rennrt hems- - marie
to the DOd on April 28 without recom- -
mendations of any sort.

At the time that this report was be- -

ing considered by the delegates on
April 28, Walker says A. M. James made
charges against him, charging Walker
with conduct unbecoming a union man.
"W. G. Griffin was the only witnessagainst me," Walker sa.vs. "He testified
that I had said that iese men (James
and Standish) went downjto the cham- -
ber of commerce, to ask for slush fund
to get the federation meeting. What I
did say to Griffin, who is hard of hear- -
ing and misunderstood my remarks, was
that I regretted that a self constituted
committee from the Central Labor
Union composed of James and Standish.went to the chamber of commerce for
funds to get this convention. I cnti- -
cized this because they went withoutautnority and I did not think that they
would get the convention, and If thev
did. that U would not amount to much. Ihave a letter from secretary and treas-urer John R. Spencer, of the state fed-
eration, saying that only 150 delegates
