Austin, Texas, May 28. In a report
of the work done in the state by the
Texas hookworm commission since it
began operations on August 6, 1912, to
May 23, 1913, some remarkable statis-
tics are shown as to the hookworm sit-
uation in 13 of the southeast Texas
counties In the 12 coun
ties in which the campaign was carried
on, 23,021 were made for
hook worm by the field experts of the

and of that number 992S
were found to be infected and 12,772
treatments were given. The general
average of Infection was 43.1 percent.
Of the 23.021 made. 10.739
were among school children ranging in
age from to 18 years, and 8411 were
found to be infected.

Las Cruces, N. M., May 28. "The regis-
ter and receiver of the United States
land office at Las Cruces recently wrote
to the department at Washington for
advice as to the adjustment of the New
Mexico-Texa- s, boundary line, which has
been in dispute np to the present time.

The land office is today in receipt of
a letter from the general land office,
which states that the resurvey of the
boundary line has been officially ap-

proved, but sections 31 to 36, inclusive,
in township 26 south, range 6 east, will
remain withdrawn from all form of en-

try until the meridianal lines of the
township are closed upon the resurveyed
boundary by a supplemental survey.

The above-describe- d township is what
is known as the Newman township, ly-

ing directly north of El Paso.
