Pay 30 Cents as Against
20 Cents Inside.

If you want water at 20 cents per
1004 gallons, you'll nave to move in-
side the city limits. All those outside
the limits who receive water from the
city, will continue to pay JO cents per
1000 gallons.

The bills went out this month at this
rate. Heretofore the rate has been "0
cents to alL with the voting of a bond
issue for further improvements in the
water system, the city agreed to cut

.thB rate to 20 cents, which is what was
paid under the private corporation. The
cut has now been giwn, as promised,
but those who live outside the city lim-
its and do not pay taxes on the bonds,
will contince to pa ythe 30 cent rate

"It would not be fair to the propertv
owners inside the city limits, who are
paying taxes on the bond issue." said
manager W. E Race, of the water com-
pany, today, "to give as low a water
rate to people outside the city limits as
is given inside the city. The people of
the city of El Paso own the waterworks
themselves; they have paid for or are
paying for the plant in taxes. They

to water just as cheaply as the
city can g've it to them, people outside
the city are paying no taxes on the
waterworks bonds. The city of El Paso
merely as a matter of convenience to
them, sells them water and it is only
reasonab'e that it should be-- sold at a
profit sufficient to make up the differ-
ence between the price the people pay
inside the city end the taxes the pet. pi'
inside the city limits pay to keep the
waterworks up. The city property oti n--

pays for water at 20 cents and th n
pays his share of the taxes on the v

bonds. The man outside ihe
city pays only for the 'water, so his rate
should be higher than the man in the
city."
