Expense of Dr. Vilhjalmar Stefansson's Scientific Trip
Will Be Borne by the Canadian Government Ex-

plorers "Will Not Attempt to Reach North
Pole Do Not F&ar Starvation.

No effort will be made to reach the

north pole, bat that will be left to
Amundsen, who will sail into the Arctic
next summer. No atempt will be made
to bring back any of the blonde eskl-
mos or to open their country to civil-
ization, which Stefansson says would
destroy them. The expedition expects
to return to Nome in September, 1918.
bnt may be carried to Greenland, cross-
ing the north pole on the way.

The Steffansson expedition, 'when it
leaves Nome, Alaska, on July 20, will
be composed of the old barkentine-rigge- d

wooden whaler Karlnk, 247
tons, and the gasoline screw vessel
Alaska, 32 tons, which is already in
the north, and will meet the Karluk at
Nome. From Nome, the ships will pro-
ceed north through Bering strait into
the Arctic ocean during the brief period
of open water and head east to Beau-
fort sea. The ice In Beaufort sea may
lay hold of the Karluk and carry ber
toward Greenland, or it may crush the
ship into bits. The explorers are pre-
pared for either event. If the Karluk
is able to make its way north to the
supposed location of the continent, and
if no land is found, it will make its
way to Prince Patrick island and winter
there with the purpose of making win-
ter sledge journeys north and east.

Personnel of Party.
"With Stefansson on the Karluk in the

northern party will be Capt. Robert
Bartlett, Peary's old sailing master, and
picked crew of Britishers: James Mur-
ray, oceanographer; W. T. McKinley,
magnetician. University of Glasgow:
Geo. Malloch. Canadian government ge-
ologist and a specialist on strataology.

Most of the scientists will join the
southern or Victoria Land party, in
Alaska. From Point Barrow they will
hurry eastward, hoping to reach a base
on Simpson bay, Victoria Land, before
winter sets In. In this party will be
Dr. R. M. Anderson, commanding; Fritz
Johansen, United States government
biologist: J. B. 0Neil, mining geolo-
gist, member geographical survey,
Kenneth Chapman and J. R. Cox. Cana-
dian topographers: Henry Beauchalt,
anthropologist. Paris; Dr. Jennis.

Dr. A. Forbes Mackay.
Shackelton's antartic expedition sur-
geon, of Edinburgh university, and pho-
tographers and cinematographers. A
thorough scientific exploration will be
made of Victoria Land, which Is sup-
posed to contain great copper deposits.

S'e Danger ef Starvation.
Stefansson and Anderson are thor-

oughly familiar with the country be-
tween Point Barrow, Alaska, and apoint far to the east of the Mackenzie
river, that having been the scene of
their earlier explorations. In their for-
mer journeys they were separated most
of the time and each man lived alone,
except as they fell in with bands of
esklmos.

Stefansson says there is no fear of
starvation for there is plenty of fish
and game in the north. Except for some
dainties which the ship will carry, theparty will subsist as the eskimos do.on the flesh of wild animals and a fewberries in the summer time.

Stefansson and Anderson both speakthe eskimo tongue. Thev know all theeskimos on a long stretch of coast andwill obtain dogs from them.

COMPULSORY ARMY
ORDER IS DELAYED

Haerfa Had Said It Woold be In Ef-

fect by Jane 1; Prison Soldiers
Ahell.ihed by Caellar.

Gen. Huerta, president of the Mex-
ican republic, has failed to make good
on another best bet. This was that
the compulsory military service law
would go into effect by June L When
he proclaimed the decree. Gen. Huerta
said positively that the law would be-

come effective on Jane 1 after which
date all able bodied men. exclusive of
students, government officers and
other specified classes, would be com-
pelled to spend nine years in the army
service. A committee of the army was
appointed by the president to work out
the details of the enforced service act
and this committee was to report In
time for the law to become effective.
But the committee delayed its pro-
ceedings until after the date set by
the president's decree, and the order
for the execution of the decree has not
yet been given.

Under the terms of the compulsory
service law, all able bodied men be.
tween the age of 16 and 60 must serve
in the army at least nine years. Threeyears of this time must be with the
colors, three more years with the first
reserves and the final three with the
second reserves.

Having been accused of enforcing
undesirable persona in the federal zone
into the army. Gen. Samuel Garcia
Cuellar, governor of the federal district,
has at last abolished the long stand-
ing custom of forcing prisoners from
the Mexico City jails and all classes
of undesirables into the military ser-
vice. Because of this criticism, Gen.
Garcia Cuellar has announced that no
more prisoners from the federal jails
would be impressed into the army,
thus abolishing a custom which has
made the Mexican army the subject
of criticism throughout the world.

CHIHUAHUA CUT OFF
BY RAIL AND WIRE

Chihuahua is cut off from the worldby rail and telegraph. Tuesday morn-ing at 9:05 the Mexican Central telegraph line went out below Moctezuma.
and the Mexican state capital is now
isolated from the border as the Mexico

Paso division.

and whieh took refuge at Brownsville.Texas, to return to Matamoras, extend-ing to them from Gen. Blanco, the rebelchief, a promise of immunity.

Forming
in a line the clerks from one store vis-
ited an adjoining store where their
number was augmented. By the time
they arrived at Coltman's store, it is
said, more than 150 clerks were in line.

The method of procedure seemed to
be that when the clerks from one store
arrived at another, they would clap
their hands, and the clerks in the lat-
ter store would march out and join
them. Upon reaching Coltman's place
and finding it open, the police say the
clerks asked him to close. Coltman, it
is said deried iirem. uy mis xime, mc
police 'say, the number in the streets
had increased to 600. Dissension among
the ranks took place, followed by mi-
nor fights among the crowd. By this

Joseph S, Myers, of Dallas, who was
appointed United States inspector of
contract labor at the port ot El Paso,
by secretary of labor Wilson, is well
known In El Paso among the union
labor men. as he has been connected
with the cause of organized labor in
Texas for a number of years. He was
a locomotive fireman until he was ap-
pointed to the legislative committee of
the firemen's union of the state. He
was later made a member of the joint
labor board representing all of the la-

bor organizations in the state in an
effort to get more favorable laws for
the laboring men.

The local labor unionists consider
his appointment a victory for them in
the long fight which they have been
making against the flood of peon labor
which has been coming through this
port from Mexico for a number of
years. They say that this influx of un-
desirable labor has --worked harm to the
American and native born Mexicans of
the United States, and has created a
charity condition in El Paso. With the
appointment of the Inspector for this
class of labor, they say. that many
abuses of the immigration laws will be
remedied.

MANY VIOLATIONS
OF EIGHT-HOU- R LAW

Austin, Texas, June 17. Numerous
violations of the eight hour law of the
Thirty third legislature are being re-
ported by inspectors to the labor com-
missioner in various sections of the
state. Commissioner Starling said that
the general impression among the con-
tractors seems to prevail that this act
does not become effective until July 1.
This is wrong, as the act became effec-
tive on March 31, the day on which
the governor approved the bill. In this
connection, commissioner Starling said
that the department will prosecute vio-
la ters.
