The Antarctic. continent is now
known to be a far greater mass of land
than anyone could have anticipated. In
mean elevation it Js the loftiest land
on the whole globe, and wherever its

be obtained 01 what lies beneath, indica-
tions are found that it has passed
through a history animated by the pres-
ence of wonderful living forms. I.-'- , im-
mense coal beds 'alone suffice to prove
that 01 :e it enjoyed a temperate, if not
a tropical, climate. The great forests
which produced the material for those
bed"-- ; certainly did not flourish amid eter-
nal icel

Very Fascinating.
But even in its present state it is fas-

cinating to the eye and to the mind.
Xowhere-els- e in the world is there any-
thing comparable with that enormous
barrier of ice cliffs, running for thou-
sands of miles around the hidden conti-
nent and rising straight out of the
ocean like a glittering wall, hundreds
of feet in height and so vertical that
in many places a ship may lie directly
alongside, and where there is a depres-
sion of the wall a landing may be made
from the deck, as at a natural wharf.
