The Herald has always pursued the
crime and wrong and failure, leaving the
long list of divorces in El Paso during the
detail day by day in the court reports, but

Not a day passes but some story arises in the courts that might be made the
topic of salacious analysis and revelation, but it is no part of the policy of The

Herald to emphasise these things unduly.

The duty to print the record as it appears on the books of the courts is un-

questionable, and never once has The Herald waived its right or disregarded its
duty in this connection. But it is doubtful if more good than harm would not be

done by making prominent features of the tragedies of sex relations.

Neither the ignorant nor the poor monopolise these performances. Sad it is,

but true, that in El Paso, as in every other community in the United States, there
are tragedies of the sort in high places, in families where all the ordinary comforts

and safeguards of well supplied and carefully nurtured existence prevail. El Paso

is so worse in this respect thanthe ayeragecity, and far better than many. The

average of family stabUtiy and marital faithfulness is high here; the departure

is exceptional. And yet it must be admitted that there is here what may be called

a very high death rate of true love.
One phase of the world-ol- d problem The Herald has often sought to emp&stse:

it is that these matters are almost beyond the domain of law to correct. Toe

many people acquire an utterly false notion of the power of law. Law, after all,

te only crystatised public opinion. Law cannot make men continent, or women

virtuous. Law, duly enforced, may protect children, but it cannot direct the
consciences and the acts of the mature beyond a certain point.

When law assumes to deal with sex relations, it is grappling with the ele-

mental fact of human character it is contending with the most nearly ungov-

ernable power in human nature. Law fails in such a contest Or rather, it may

be said that the statutory law enacted by fallible men fails to dominate and repeal

the natural law established with creation itself. Whenever man tries to enact

laws that run counter to the great natural forces, man fails in the final test of

strength.
Not in the enacting or the enforcing of statutory law, then, but in inculcating

the bask principles of morality, of religion, of continence and self control, dees

the remedy Me. Other channels must he provided for giving play to the ex-

uberance of youth; other sorts of occupation must be encouraged to take the pUfce

of excessive erotic contemplation and exercise; boys and girls must be taught

that the sexual instinct, like fire and
happiness and welfare when duly controled, but a very devil of destruction when

once permitted to gain the mastery.
Education, education, education: that is the word. It is futile to cry to

the makers and officers of man-mad- e law to remedy onlitions that are grounded

deeply in the ignorance, the prudishness, the carelessness, of mankind and woman-

kind.
Directly answering one recent communication to The Herald along the Use

referred to, we cannot do better than quote i recent editorial in this column,
which briefly summarises the one practical remedy that seems to promise quick

and sure results:
"The first step toward raising the standards of social morality is for parents

rigidly to censor the invitation lists, calling lists, and dance programs of tfceir
daughters. When boys and young men of loose habits find themselves barred from
respectable society as a result of their immoral escapades, they may undertake
to change their ways; not before.

"When fathers permit young men of known immoral habits to pay court
to their daughters or mingle socially, what can be expected of the law or of.

With barely an exception, all who have
handled the problem face to face, either
as government officials or clergymen
and merchants, consider the present
agitation for Philippine independence,
or even autonomy, absolutely harmful
to the best interests of the Filipino
pedple.
