American Escapes.

STUFF INTENDED
FOR VILLA'S MEN

officers are after
GOVERNMENT ups" in the rebel

ammunition smuggling business
in El Paso. Tuesday night deputy
United States marshal Moore arrested
four Mexicans who were Industriously
shoveling coax over boxes containing
325.006 rounds of ammunition in the
rear of the Badger Fuel company. The
fifth man, who was doing the work, es-

caped by rolling under the gondola
coal ear and beating it. He Is be-

lieved to be an American who has been
In the ammunition smuggling business
here during two revolutions and an
effort is now being made to locate him.

The transfer of the ammunition from
an S. P. box car to the Santa Fe coal
car was first reported to the deputy
marshal through Mexican consular In-

spector Miguel Diebold. Accompanied
by senor Diebold, deputy marshal
Moore drove to the Santa Fe yards in
an automobile at 8:30 and cUmbed onto
the car while the Mexicans were at
work shoveling coal from a pile at
the Badger Fuel company's yard. The
Badger conrpany people said Wednes-
day morning that the coal was pur-
chased Saturday by an American giv-
ing the name of W. P-- Roberta. The
ammunition boxes were almost cov-

ered when deputy Moore climbed onto
the ladder of the car and covered the
men with his revolver. Someone In the
far end of the car said "All right" in
English and the men got out of the
car and lined up on the ground. While
they were climbing out of the car, one
of the men. thought to have been an
American, escaped by rolling under the
ear and running. The four Mexicans
were taken to the city JalL They gave
their names as Manuel Mendoaa. Fran-
cisco Carmacho, Pablo Carbajal and
Paublino Dlax. Mendosa is one of the
men who were arrested at Fabens by
the United States army while trying
to cross to Guadalupe with a bunch of
rebel recruits from the Bl Paso junta.
He has been out of jail on bond. He
made a statement to the officers oed-nesd- ay

morning that he and his com-
panions had been hired to shovel the
coal into the car and were to have
been paid 75 cents an hour by some
Americans who employed them.

A guard was placed around the car
of contraband ammunition after the
men were arrested, the detail being
furnished tEqmttnftB. T) nt Thir-
teenth cavaJiT.,-- in camped on the
river bank. Tie ammunition was in
the original packages In which it was
shipped from the Winchester Arms
company and had been transferred
from a box car which originally con-

tained 500,000 rounds, but from which
a part of the ammunition had been
taken previously.

It is thought by the officers that
the car was then to have been switched
to the Southwestern as a car of coal
and "spotted" along the Southwestern
somewhere near the border in New
Mexico, where the ammunition could
be smuggled across the line to Villa's
men in Ascension
