Before any bank can become the city
depository the olty charter will have
to be amended so that bottd substan-
tially praportkmate to the amount on
deposit ean. be asked. According to
mayor C. E. Kelly, the fault lies wholly
in the eity charter, which as it steads
today, provides that the city can oaly
require a. $lOi,W0 bond from the insti-

tution ia whieh its funds are on depq6it,
regardless of the amount. la April the
city had ob deposit almost $1,600,000.

The mayor stated that an election
would be catted for the porpee of vot-

ing on the propoeitioa of amending the
charter. This eloetion will probably oc-

cur me time in August or September.

A municipal market house, a civic
center, a public auditorium as a part
of the combination county and city ad-
ministration building, which would be
the finest in the state of Texas, wae
what judge A. S. J. Eylar, of the coun-
ty court, recommended to the businessmen at the chamber of commerce
luncheon Thursday at the Paso del
Norte.

Judge Eylar advanced the referen-
dum plan of deciding upon this build-in- s

as being a highly proper one. Hetold the business men that the city andcounty should get together, draft plans
and details for the proposed new build-in- s,

enclose capies of these plans and aballot in a letter to all taxpayers ofthe city and county for them to vote
on the project.

"Tehre are advantages and disadvan-tages of discussing such a project asthe joint municipal building to house
the city and county officials," judgeEylar said. "When such a project isdiscussed, the public often loses sight
cf the main issue in the discussion of
whether the building should be of red,
white or buff brick, whether it should
be two or 16 stories high, should facenorth, east, south or west The people
some times get excited, as tney dida year ago when tney got Into factionaldisturbance over the erection of such a.
building, and as a result did not get-- .
aiiyimiit-- at aii. ai mat time some ofthe people wanted the building, but didnot want the trees cut down. I sup-
pose they expected to have thi trees inthe building with a Cottonwood In thedistrict court room. We are not goingto allow anything like this to Influ-
ence us this time.

bulimit ulan to People.
"My idea Is to submit this plan to thepeople and have a tone or referendumvote and let them decide tha question

of disposing of some property and pay-
ing for this building from the pro-
ceeds, or whether it would be proper tosubmit to the taxpayers the project orto favor a bond issue to pay for thebuilding. It has been suggested thatthe building contain an auditorium.This is not nwcessary, but the town
needs aa auditorium and it could pe
takes care of in this building. It hasalso been suggested that there be amarket place In the building and theplans could take care of that. I am Infavor of it. One man told me that itwould sae $160.00 to the people, at
least. Another man told me that It
would not work now, as it was con-
sidered h disgrace for women to takebaskets en their aims and go to mar-
ket, as they did 36 years aso. Today
they cell up, order a quart of beanssent out and the price of delivery is
added to the cost of operating the store.
But this is fashionable and it is alsofashionable for the men who pay the
bills to kick about the high cost of
living. I think we should submit this
to the people and see what they think
of it.

City Hall Too Small.
"The little city hall is not big

enough and the waterworks is in an-
other part of town. The county Is
paying rent for the court of civil ap-
peals in the Mills building. There is
need for a new city hall and a new
coupty building. The result'ng sav-in- g

would mean thousands. I believe
we should put up something fine in
one structure. The administration of
business would be improved and the
saving in the cost of operation would
save the interest on the bonds. I be-
lieve that It should be made a civic
center. There should be all the ground
needed to get the architectural effect
and to meet the greatness of the city
for 50 years to come.

"Get behind this, arouse public sen-
timent and you will push It through.
The city and county are in a frame
of mind to put it through and you must
whip us along to get at 11."

Judge Bylar also made an appeal to
the luncheon crowd to vote for the
constitutional amendment on Saturday
This was received with applause.

ceeding throughout the country, gov-
ernment reports, which are practically
the only available information here, in-
dicate that the federals in the north
are meeting with success. They have
occupied some of the towns formerly
occupied by the Carranza adherents,
but the rebels have not been captured
and still are .operating.

Ilebcls Are Active.
Every advance of the federals 13 cost-

ing the government heavily. The rebels
are cutting the railroads and the Na-
tional Railway, which was repaired by

Col. Maas. is again out of commission.
Durango still is in rebel hands.
In the state of Sonora, Gen. Ojeda.

according to the war department, has
begun an advance from Port Guaymas
into the desert, wljere rebels are wait-
ing.

In the entire republic there are only
two or three states not affected by the
rebellion.

In Mlchoacan, the rebels control a
great part of the rural districts, but
the federals hold the more important
towns, including Mbrelia, the cap i til.

In Morelos, the center qf Zapata's re-
bellion. Gen. Robles continues desperate
and terrible warfare, in which no quar-
ter is given, and many towns have
been burned. The state practically has
been deserted by ts.

Protecting the Capitnl.
Between here and Cuernavaca there

has been erected in the last week a
line of forts guarded by artillery, from
tne wans oi wnicn searcniignts piay
on the mountain passes. In this way
ine government is enueavurini; iu nuiu
the line of communication.

Uneasiness has been caused by the
presence in the state of Veracruz of
rebels near the Mexican and Inter-ocean- ic

railways, the outlet to Vera-
cruz, the practical port of exit.

The minister of the interior has is-
sued a statement that in every state
along the frontier, large bands of reb-
els are surrendering to the govern-
ment, but has failed, to give specific
cases.

POWELL ROBERTS
UNDER ARREST

Officers Locate the Former Policeman
Who Badger Fuel Company Men

Say Uought Car of Coal.
Powell Roberts, former sergeant of

the city police, was arrested by deputy
United States marshal Charles R. Moore
Thursday afternoon on the charge of
conspiracy to violate the neutrality
laws. His arrest Is in connection with
the seizure of the carload of ammuni-
tion in the Santa Fe yards Tuesday
night

The four Mexicans arrested Tuesday
night were bound over to await the
action of the federal grand jury on thechaige of attempting to smuggle am-
munition and their bonds fixed at $1000
each. None of the pien were able to
give the necessary bond and they are
now in the county jail.

Powell Roberts, an eipoliceman, who
the Badger Fuel company officials saidbought the 10 tons of coal which werebeing shoveled in the coal car when
the arrests were made, was arrestedtoday. The ammunition was originally
billed to the Shelton-Payn- e Arms com-pany by thiAVlnchester Arms company.

The local arms company took 52,000
rounds out of the car for the storestock, the officers say, and the re-
mainder was placed to the order ofRoberts, according to the statements
which the United States officers have.The car was then placed op the SantaFe spur at the Badger Fuel company
by order of Roberts, the officers de-clare, and the coal which he is sqld tohave bought from the Badger company,
was being shoveled Into the car on top
of the boxes when the arrests were
made.

Actual count of the ammunitionshows that there were 448.000 roundsin the car when It was seized. This Isthe largest ammunition seizure that hasyet been made by government officershere.
The preliminary hearing of MatlasC. Garcia, president of the rebel junta,was not held Thursday morning, asOarcia, through his attorney, waivedthe preliminaries and gave bond forbis appearanee before the federal grandjury.

of a shirt while he was here for thepeace negotiations. Instead, he wore akhaki suit which buttoned closelv
around his neck.

Juarez has started
a new advertising stunt to get the
crowds over the river to spend their
money. Searching at the bridges has
been discontinued, automobiles are al-
lowed to cross and even cameras may
be taken to the other side and owners
will not be molested. Gambling is wide
open at several of the resorts along
Comerclo street and games running at
full blast

Officially the city of Juarez Is
healthy. There has not been a case of
smallpox In that city in three months,
according to the official reports, and
there have been very few other con-
tagious diseases reported.

The fear of the Invader has disap-
peared. The town. Is becoming normal
and is patting on a few attractions to
liven up business, whieh suffered
greatly as a result of the strict en-
forcement of the searching order at the
bridges.

Americans are to be treated kindly
and are to be shown every courtesy,
for the people of the border Mexican
olty are awake to the fact that all themoney that goes there must of neces-
sity come from EI Paso, as there Is no
communication to the south.

Slnee June 5, there has not been any
railroad communication between Juarez
and Chihuahua city on either line.

FATHER IS DEAD

Was a Minister and a Writer of Abil-
ity Hail Also Been an Educator

and Was a Confederate
Veteran.

News was received by N. H. Crozler
last evening of the death of his father.
Rev. R. H. Crozler, D. D.. at Palestine,
Tex. Dr. Crozler was in the 78th year
of his age. and had been a minister of
the Presbyterian church for 4o years.
He received his bachelor's degree from
the University of Mississippi with the
class Of 18S7, and bad the master's de-
gree conferred as an honor later by the
same institution, because of literary
attainments. He served during the
War of '61 as captain of company I. 33d
""isip-'Tv- -i rp Tnept. He was the au-

thor of the "Confederate Spy," "The
Care of riegooar," "Araphei," "Deep
Waters," and many other books. He
kept up his literary work almost to
the day of his death. Befor joining
the ministry, Dr. Crozler wa3 at the
head of an academy, and mumbered
among his students many of the men
Who are prominent today in the south-
ern states.
