TWO MORE FURNACES
PLANNED FOR HAYDEN
San Pedro and Gila Rivers Have Mucn

AVater In Them, and "Wells Are
AH Filled.

Hayden, Ariz July 17. H. A. Pros-se- r,

member of the executive committee
of the American Smelting and Refin-
ing company, is spending a few days
In Hayden looking over business mat-
ters in connection "with the local
smelter. It is reported that the smelt-
ing company will shortly instal two
blast furnaces in addition to the pres-
ent two reverberatory furnaces, for
the purpose of smelting custom ores.
For the past two months the Chino
Copper company, of Hurley, K. 1L, has
been shipping their concentrates to the
local smelter, which are easily smelted
along with the concentrates from the
local mill, the ores being very similar.

The San
Pedro and Gila rivers have much
water in them and many of the local
ranch wells, which for the past month
have been dry, are again fulL The three
large wells, from which the Ray Con-
solidated derives its water for the
mill, are flowing normally again and
the idea of closing down the mill, due
to the scarcity of water has been
abandoned.

GLOBE SAYS RATES
CHARGED ARE HIGH

City Files Complaints With State Cor-
poration Against Telephone and

Light Companies.
Phoenix, Ariz., July 17. Attacking

the rates charged by me two com-
panies, the city of Globe has filed two
complaints with the Arizona state cor-
poration commission against the Moun-
tain States Telephone and Telegraph
company, and the Globe Light and
Power company.

It is alleged in the complaint against
the telephone company that the orders
of the corporation commission in the
matter of rates are not being complied
with.

In the complaint of the light andpower company, it is alleged that the
rates are largely in excess of those
charged by other public utility com-
panies in Arizona. It is alleged that
discriminations occur and that these
are contrary to the form and effect
of the statutes.

Escaped Prisoner Caught.
Within less than 100 feet of Mexico

and liberty, private Max Cosmer, es-
caped prisoner of Battery C 6th field
artillery, was captured in the bed of
the Rio Grande at Alfalfa switch Wed-
nesday morning at 10 o'clock. He was
taken back to Fort Bliss and confined
In the guard house.

At four o'clock Wednesday morning
the prisoner, being held pending trial
on a charge of having sold some leather
belonging .to the battery, slipped out
of the prisoners' tent, occupied by him
and sergeant Fitzgerald. He slipped
the leg irons which he wore, off over
his bare foot, ran for 100 yards or so,
dragging the chain and leaving a trail.
Then he slipped the other bracelet off
his other foot, left the chains, put on
his shoes and started across the mesa.

At reveille he was reported, missing
and Capt. Ernest D. Scott, commander i

of the battery, started on a hunt for
him. He traced the foot prints for
several miles, sometimes at a gallop.
The slight rain of the night before
aided the men in their hunt. They
moved on down toward Alfalfa, when
Capt. Scott, believing that the man
might have struck out for the river
there, sent Ueut. C N. Deakln at the
head of a detail of men to that point
to-- head the man off while he and a
force of men continued eastward to
head him off there.

In the mud of the river the man was
caught. He sighted his pursuers,
turned and shouted to the lieutenant
to snoot him. His request was notcomplied with but he was returned to
the post and placed in the guardhouse. a
