The city school board has decided to
abandon the idea o asiting for an elec-
tion on the prop bitij.n of issuing S4CG,-,00- 0.

worth of school bonds for the pur-
pose of erecting the Drooosed2 high
school. For this year at least the
Donas win not be asked, lu is proba-
ble that a bond Issue for f50,000 will be
asked. This was practically decided on
at the meeting of the board .Monday
night. The money will be expended
towards making repairs said to be bad-
ly needed at several of the schools.

Financial Statement Made.
The total operating expenses of the

city schools for the year beginning
April 1, 1912, and ending March SI,
of thi3 year, amounted to $167,434.55,
as shown by the report of school audi-
tor F. E. Sawyer, submitted to the
school board Monday night. The to-
tal disbursements for the same period,
including the taking up ol $19S),789.20
worth of outstanding warrants,
equalled 5373,037.63. The net cash of
the schools on hand July 1 was 4.

Under disbursements were included:
Administration, $11,6G4.C1; instruction,
$134,961.28; operation, $18,060.17; main-
tenance, . 2718.59; capital outlays in-
cluding real estate., $4798.88; buildings,
$496.51, and furniture and equipment,
$486.24: total, $5781.63.

The total enrolment for the scholas-
tic year was 5694. The average daily
attendance of pupils for the year was
4369. The average cost per capita,
based on the net enrolment, 29.4054.
The average cost per capita, based on
the average daily attendance, was
38.3534.

Hughey Elected Principal.
A. H. Hughey, who has been acting

superintendent, was elected principal
of the high school at a salary of $2000
a year. Mr. Hughey has been teach-
ing public speaking and coaching thedebating teams of the high school. Inaddition to that he taught severalclasses in higher mathematics. He suc-
ceeds S. W. Alexander, who resigned.
Mr. Alexander, at the time of his elec-
tion last year a3 principal of the high
school, was brought here from Houston,
Texas.

competent, the board will let her have
the position.

ceed N. R. Crozier as superintendent,
met with the school board for the firsttime Monday night. Mr. Tighe (pro-
nounced tie) stated that he had visit-
ed all of the city schools and most ofthe buildings needed repairing, many
he said, needed new roofs. Mr. Tlghe,
who Is considered an authority on mat-
ters appertaining to the administra-tion of schools, will b asked to addressthe chamber of commerce at one of Itsregular meetings or luncheons. Clal-ber- ne

Socialist Leader Assails the
Church that Denies Help

to Those Whom Christ
Sheltered.

Terre, Haute, Ind.. July 22. Early in
the present month Eugene V. Debs, the
Socialist leader, took from the city
jail in Terre Haute, Ind.. Helen Cox,
daughter of a Methodist preacher once
prominent in that state, who had been
arrested for Immorality.

Debs, after publicly announcing that
he would open his home to the girl and
that she must be received by friends
of his family as one of his children,
issued what he called his "challenge to
the Christianity of Terre Haute." It
follows:

By Eugene V. Debs.
There is but one thing remarkable

about opening our home to an un-
fortunate young woman, and that is
that any one should consider it re-
markable. This fact Is significant
Persecution of these unfortunate girls
is the rule, and so common that It at-
tracts no attention. Kindness is so
exceptional that it provokes wide-
spread comment

The sisters of the streets but reflectour own guilt and shame, and the
cruelty and hypocrisy of the society
which produces them. Their male part-
ners in sin go free. They alone bear
the disgrace and sorrow, the ostracism
and living death. They are persecuted
and preyed upon by the police, andevery species of graft and blackmail
is levied to rob them.

Every scarlet woman In the daylight
is a living certificate of the Christian
church's denial of Jesus Christ He
did not scorn and banish the erring
sister. He loved and pitied her, gave
hrer new life and new hope and rebuked
without mercy the pious, heartless
hypocrites, guilty of her prosecution.

Jesus at the home of Simon the
Pharisee, where the sinful woman fol-
lowed Him, turned In contempt from
His churchattending host to pour out
His heart in compassion to the unwel-
come Intruder.
