ADRIANOPLE FORTS

European Powers Demand That Otto-
mans Respect Treaty Balkan Trou-

bles May Lead to a Third AVar.
London. Entr.. Auc 7. Renresenta- -

tives of the powers have taken the first
i iin at rvn:tantlnnnlp to entrmel Tur--
key to evacuate the fortress of Adrian-opl- e,

which her troops occupied after
war broke out between the former Bal-
kan allies. The diplomatic body de-
manded that the Turkish government
should respect the treaty signed in
London between the former belliger-
ents.

Prospect of a Third AVar.
With the Balkan nations dissatisfied

with the terms of the Bucharest peace
treaty, with the possible exception of

! Rumania, the question is being asked
how soon a third Balkan war will break
out.

Bulgaria has obtained under the
agreement a considerable portion of
northern Macedonia much more than
the allies were at first inclined to give
her, and also about 80 miles of the
Aegean seaboard, which will 'enable
her to build her projected railway from
Phillipolis to the Aegean.

Bulbars AA'ant Xew Treaty.
Bulgaria, however, deeply resents be-

ing deprived of Kavala. a port on Ka-va- la

bay, which goes to Greece.
Bulgaria will seek to introduce in the

peace protocol a reservation practi- -
1 cally appealing to the European powers
for a subsequent revision or the peace
treaty.

Pleads For Time For President Wilson to Try to Re-

store Peace by Mediation William Alden Smith-Take- s

a Rap at Col. Hay, and Senator Clark
Says the President Has Not Been Fair to

Senate With His Facts in Mexico Matter.

irrT r" 7AfcHLMllUA, V. , aUK-w "The president of the United
States is face to face with the

gravest emergency that has confronted
us since I have been a member of the
senate," said senator Bacon, chairman
of the senate foreign affairs committee,
this afternoon in the senate, discussing
senator Clark's effort to bring up a reso-
lution for a senatorial investigation of
the Mexican situation and the steps
taken by the United States to protect
its citizens.

"It is much graver than that which
faced us in the Cuban situation. That
was a tempest in a teapot, compared with
what we may be required to do, to es-

tablish order in Mexico and maintain
it for a generation or two.

"And when the president stands face
to face with this tremendous respon-
sibility, this unspeakable duty; when he,
a man whose integrity and good faith
we all recognize, seeks to settle it, for
ws tb adopt this resolution, which can
be based on no other basis than the
failure of the president's plan, is to do
nothing but to flout him in the face."

Members of the foreign relations com-
mittee, without regard to partv, had
agreed, said chairman Baeon,to "let the
president go ahead with his attempt
peacefully to solve the Mexican situa-
tion and not to interfere until the presi-
dent's efforts have had a fair trial."

Pleads for Time.
Senator Bacon askets the necessity

of the senate acting until the president's
envoy had been heard from. He referred
to the report from Mexico that governor
Lind would not be received, and said:

"Here is a message sent by one who
claims to be an official. It was sent
evidently in a moment of temper. I
appeal to the senators to consider wheth-
er the personal representative of the
president appointed to do what he him-
self would have the right to do. for
the purpose of endeavoring to bring
about a result we all desire, should not
be permitted to deliver hi-- message. I
ask you to consider whether there is a '

condition to require such haste that we
cannot permit this representative to
deliver his message and receive a reply.

"When we do receive a reply, then
will be the time for us to determine
whatever is necessary to be done by
the government, and whatever is nec-
essary will be done."

No Urgency for Action.
"It is not proper to absolutely de-

feat the possibility of successful ac-
tion by taking action now when there
is no urgency for such action."

The senator declared hasty action
on the Clark resolution would not help
the situation any Insofar as life or
property was imperiled.

Such an investigation as the sen-
ator from Wyoming proposed, he
said, would take time and be of no
effect in an emergency.
