Chain of Six Pools on the Lucas Ranch. Near Cloudcroft Form One of the
' Prettiest Sights in the Southwest

Aug. D. One t they never freeze, even in the
I of the prettiest sights near Cloud- -

croft is the group Of fish ponds
on the ranch of Capt. Jesse H. Lucas,
about IX miles down Cox canyon, and
the trip Js worth making, for the
roads are good the entire way. The
fish ponds, six in number, lie on the
fat side of the canyon, about a mile
above the road, terraced by a series
of dams. The ponds can be seen for
quite a distance down the canyon Jut-
ting sprays which feed the lower
ponds shoot up into the air about 15

feet or more, and with the wild sweet
briar bushes In full bloom, and the
dark green background of the thick
growing pines, make the ponds look
like fountains. In a beautiful garden
that has been forgotten by the tender
and allowed to run wild.

Are Onnert ret Hobby.
The fish ponds are the pet hobby

of Capt- - Jesse H. Lucas, who has
lived in the canyon for 30 years.
Originally the ponds were laid out and
stocked with commercial intention,
but the old war veteran has become
so attached to his finny pets that it
Is doubtful if any price could buy
them. The upper ponds lie on the hill-
side aboct a mllp above the road, sur-
rounded by tall pines. The water sup-
ply comeg from five springs which
bubble, ice cold, and clear as crystal,
from beneath banks of ferns out of the
mountain side. In the first pond are
tho spawning fish, and the very young.
As these increase in size and become
more venturesome, they swim through .
me screens aown me waieriaii into
the next pond and so continue their
migration through the various ponds.

The water for the lower ponds Is
piped down about a half a mile from
the. springs, and by a series of foun-
tains keeps the ponds constantly fresh.
In size the lower pond is about 300
yards long and over 15 feet deep.
Still another pond has been con-
structed below this one, about the
same size, but it has not yet been
filled with water. Alaskan Rainbow
trout beautifully marked, whose an-
cestors sported wild in the rivers in
the Yukon district, quite civilized andproper eastern Brook trout Perch and
Farn, and big and small mouthed bass,
are the Inhabitants of the ponds. Ow-
ing to the canabalistlc instincts of
the bass, they have to be kept In sep
arate ponds, away front the young
trout

Are From Missouri Hatcheries.
The ponds were stocked from the

government fish hatcheries in Meoca
and St. Joseph, Missouri, with about
3,000 young fish. Tho population of
the ponds was considerably dimin-
ished last year, when one of the lower
ponds broke through the dam wall,
and as the waters poured out Into the
little Cox creek, an enormous number
of Capt. Lucas's pets, shook their
tails, wiggled their fins, and Joyfully
swam away until they reached the
waters of the Rio Penasco, where they
have thrived and flourished and fur-

Government Plans to Pro-

hibit Drinking in Any
Portion of Country.

Stockholm, Sweden, Aug. 9. There is
a prospect that Sweden soon may be
placed under national prohibition. Laws
making it an offence to drink spirit-ou- s

liquors anywhere in the country
are contemplated, and there is a rea-
sonable chance that they be
adopted.

Prime minister Staaff. in a recent ad-
dress before a congress of tetotallers
in Stockholm, declared that prohibi-
tion was the only effective means of
preventing drunkenness. All other at-
tempted methods of reform, he said,
had proved Ineffective and insufficient
to stop the evil.

The prime minister's speech is con-
sidered indication of the govern-
ment's policy, and Is believed to fore-
shadow the Introduction into parlia-
ment of a bill for the prohibition of all

drinks in Sweden. Such a
law would command the support of the
royal family. The king is a strong
temperance advocate, and the crown
prince is a total abstainer.

A prohibitory law would be likely to
with opposition from France.

Sweden has a big trade in wines
spirits with France, and she depends
upon the French money market to
finance many Swedish enterprises.
There are fears that the exclusion of
French wines would encounter retali-
ation In the form of the exclusion of
Swedish securities from the Paris
bourse. A proposal to Increase the duty
on Wines in 1904 had to be dropped be--

OI ed. and threatened to bar Swedish con
sols from the Paris stocK exchange.
