“Emily, Shareefa of Wazan,” as she Is named
on the tille page, sald goodby to the Christian
world at the British Legation in Tangier, where
£ie was married to the Shareel A young and
gpirited girl of exceptional beauty, she rode up
tn the Legation on an Arab steed. When, pres-
entlv, she rode eway her royal husband rode by
ber siue. From that day she never looked bhack.

The Sharee! was &8 man of enlightened views,
and made it clear that his wife's word was to be
law in his dominions. In order to give his Eng-
lizh bride sn undisputed position, he divorced
before the marriage that small battalion of wives
which Is the essential appansge of every prosper-
ous household In the East. The children they
t2i borpe bhim were Dpacked of with thelr
wothers.

The position of the new wife when there are a
pumber of supplanted ones in the same country
iz mot an enviable one. 'Walls may be a sufficient
ghiold seainst the jewelled dagger or the silver
brooch-pin, but they caunot exclude so effectively
those underband -influences which steal in lke
the wind whers there is no visibla crevice for its
entrance.

Under thess clrcumstances the English
Bharesfa fook the step of a bold diplomatist, end,
without showing the slightest signs of fear, paid
s visit to each of the aggrieved ladles, and so
won them over by ber tact and gentleness that

opportunity for further deseription of Eastern
habits and customs. Here it is usually supposed
that quiet should reign in the house on such oc-
cas.ons, but the Moors heralded the event by
creating e racket that could be agualled only by

When the mothsar gave orders for the child to
be bathed it was firmly belioved that she in-
tended to murder it, and it was with difficulty
that she prevented Its being bottied up in the
sacklike clothing in which Moorish children are
confined during their early years.

The Eastern women, as revealed in the
Bhareefa’s story, do not seem after all to differ
80 much from their falrer sisters: Thelr talk and
views of life sre very much what might be found
among uneducated classes in our own couniry.
~felr horizon fs narrow, their cutlook bounded
by the lattice of the harem, and as a consequence
their conversation Is iimited to dress, to the
health of their children, to the last cereamony
they were allowed to attend and to the misdeeds
of thelr sisters.

The marriage ceremony, which s described at
length from the woman's point of view, is full of
quaint customs and quainter symbolism. Five
Whola days are occupled by the various rites per-
formed.

Not only did eha succeed in being mistress in
her own house, bul ghe even accompanled her
husband on some important missions iuto the
interior.

For many years all seamed to zo well between
the Shareef and his wife. Then a sudden change
began to display liself. Accirding to the
Shareefa, this was largely accounted for by a
mentai malady which overtook the Moorish ruler,
and excited beyond all limits the natural sus-
piciousness and timidity of his character. Dread
of azssassination haunted him, evil associates
whom his wife discourngsd influnenced his judsz-
ment, and be commenced an extraordinary courss
of conduct, In which he alternately repulsed and
courted the woman who bad made such saerd
fices to make him happy.

A weaker woman would have fled from the at-
mosphere of the inirigue and counterplot which
now enveloped her, but the Shareefa never
blanched. Sometimes she yielded, sometimes she
opposed her husband’s whims. She pravented
him from belng robbed by unscrupulous conces
slon hunters, she thwarted the arts of the lurking
puigoner, and combatied wiith her own handa the
moTre deadly attacks of insidious disease,

The Enareef had no sooner divorced her than
he wanted ber back agaln, snd in the end the
She was sum-
monad to her husband’'s death bed, and when post
horses brought her at midnight to the room
whera the Shareef lay dying, with his sons and
ministers around him, he clasped her hand be
fore them all and welcomed her as his wile again,
