Arizonlann See In the Fraternizing of
the Two n Combination of Pollti- -

Ical Forces In the State
Phoenix, Ariz., Aug. 22 Far up In

the northern end of Coconino county,
where the Hopis are preparing to In-
sure summer rains by indulging in sav-
