ADVALOEEM TAX IS
RAISED TO 23 CENTS

Austin. Tex, Aug. 2S. At a meet-
ing of the state automatic tax board
held today the board fixed the ad val-
orem tax rate 23 cents on the $100
property valuation, which is an in-
crease of 13 cents from the present
rate of 10 cents. The school tax rate
was fixed at 17 cents, which is an in-
crease of one-thi- rd of a cent over the
present rate, which is 16 2-- 3 cents.

The board also provided a. special
tax of five cents to paj confederate
pensions. The total tax for the new
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fiscal year is now 45 cents, which laan increase of 26 2-- 3 cents over theprevious year.

APPROPRIATION BILL

Cuts More Than $3,000,000 Off 5 Univer-
sity, A. 31. Collese and Liquor

Detectives Are Sufferers.
Auscn. Tex., Aug, 23. The general

appreciation bills were slashed to the
ftme of ?3,223,647 today by the gov-
ernor. The five appropriation bills
carried a total of J15.068.350 and now
the appropriations are reduced to

The amounts vetoed in the
five appropriation bills are as follows,
education bill, first year, J681.S00; sec-
ond year, $158,160: state departments,
first year, $175,525; second year, $62,-57- 5:

miscellaneous appropriations bill,
$218,188; judiciary bill, $45,000 each
year. The entire appropriations for
the support of the University of Texas
for the second year was vetoed,
amounting to $700,250 and for the A. &
JL college $270,780 for the first year,
and $417,700 for the second was cut
out.

The $2o,00Q appropriated for the
controler's department to enforce the
liquor laws was also vetoed by the
governor.
