s. TEW YORK. Sept 10. Although

Yankee team, the New York club has
made some progress in its endeavor to
get a wmnner here. Those who are
qualified to judge say that the Chance-me- n

are showing a vast improvement
The New York manager has put some
speed in his club. Speed efficiency, ac-
cording to the big league managers,
stands at the present time af. 60 per-
cent

Mutt Cut Seconds
One of the best baseball dockers

In the warld who has a lot of time
wants to prove why speed is the thing
in these days of baseball. Here is his
stuff.

Average time from the plate to first
found to be 4 2-- 5 seconds for right
handed batters, and 4 1- -5 seconds for
left handed batters. However, there
are any number of players on these
teams who have a terrible time mak-
ing' it in five seconds flat

"It takes all the way from 2 3-- 5 sec-
onds to 4 5 seconds to field a ball to
first after a hit in the infield. Any-
thing around four or above should be
beaten to first by the batter.

"It takes the ball from 3 3-- 5 to 4 5

seconds to travel over the course of a
double play.

"Base runners are caught easily
when the ball takes three seconds to
travel from pitcher to catcher to sec-
ond base on stealing. Anything slow-
er than this generally results In a suc-
cessful stolen base. Base runner gen-
erally averages 3 1-- 5 and 3 2-- 5 seconds
going from first to second. Faster
men steal bases.

"These fisures are averages after
timing throughout the course of three
games."

Golf: Practical Hints Driving
"Straight Drive"

or twelve years ago the player
TEN could drive the ball a long

way, even fhough it was some-

times a little off the line, was a man
greatly to be feared, but the construc-
tion of courses has altered so much,
and the rubber cored ball has shorten-
ed the holes to such an extent that
nowadays straight driving of moderate
length Is really of far greater all around
value than prodigious hitting, though
I will not deny that there are times
when the latter Is most useful, says a
writer in the World of Golf. At any
rate, it is safe to say that the average
golfer will do well to Ignore the ques-

tion of length until he can hit prac-

tically every ball down the middle of
the fairway.

The tempation to go out for a little
extra length when being outdriven by
one's opponent may be very great but
do all in your power to resist it It
should be clearly understood, how-
ever that it is a great mistake to spare
a shot with a driver; just to play a
full shot but do not try to hit harder
man is natural, aiso remtumer .ui.
it Is not at all advisable to use a club
which is too long, You may get a
little further with it but the freueent
employment of a niblick to recover
from bunkers or rough soon proves
that the extra length of the shot is of
no particular value. Bear in mind that
James Baird and Ted Ray. two compar-
atively tall men. use drivers of only 42
and 42 1- -2 inches respectively. Iso doubt
they would drive a little further with
longer ones but they find it pays to
sacrifice the extra distance for ac-
curacy. I am afraid that I have some-
what labored this point but I do not
think it can possibly be exage-erated,

since one's pleasure partly depends up-
on avoidng the rough grass and other
similar troubles.

In a short space it is no easy mat-
ter to give complete instructions about
driwng but there are, in my humble
opinion, four outstanding points to

PELKEY CONFESSES
TO A "FAKE" FIGHT

4- - Heavyweight Declare He and Tommy
Burnt, Rcncarsetl Their Six Round

Battle Nightly nt Calgary.
Portland, Ore.. Sept. 10. Arthur

Pelkey, the heavyweight fighter, whose
victory over Luther McCarty In a Cal-
gary arena was followed by the lat-ter- 's

death, has parted company with
Tommy Burns, his manager.

Immediately after canceling his con-
tract with Burns, Pelkey gave to a
Portland sporting editor a signed "con-
fession" in which he alleged he and
Burns faked their six round fight at
Calgary, March 26, last. Pelkey charges
that Burns took advantage of the fact
that he was penniless and induced him
to "frame up" the match and that they
rehearsed the battle nightly in a garret

"I could have whipped him easily,"
says Pelkey in the statement "but he
wanted to make a good showing before
his friends and made me take two
knockdowns to one for him. We re-
hearsed every night for a week in the
garret of Burns's house and we got
away with the fake all right, but the
crookedness of it has been hurting me
ever since. It was the only time I didn't
fight on the square and I shall never do
another crooked thing in my life."

Pelkey asserts that he has never had
an offer to fight Jack Johnson in Paris.
Telegrams pretending to convey invita-
tions to clash with Johnson for large
purses were faked, he says, for press
agent purposes.

In a statement at Calgary, Tommy
Burns characterized as ridiculous the
story by Pelkey that their fight was
"framed up." "The fight was on the
level," he added.

Sam Langford Secures
$10,000 For Stopping

Fighter in 30 Seconds
New York, Sept 10. Sam Langford.

negro heavyweight boxer of Boston,
earned $10,000. his guarantee, in 30 sec-
onds last night, by stopping John Les-
ter Johnson, who is said to be the
heavyweight champion of South Africa,
in that time.

From the moment Langford stripped
for the bout which was scheduled to go
ten rounds, Johnson showed fright and
when the men were called into the ring
the South African circled away from
his opponent. Langford landed a left
to the stomach and in the clinch sent
half a dozen blows to the kidneys, the
last of whfch sent Johnson down for a
count of eight. As he staggered to his
feet, Langford rushed Johnson, who
fell without receiving a blow.

On again gaining his feet Johnson
was rushed to his own corner where
Langford landed a blow over his kid-
neys and the South African went to the
floor unable to arise and was counted
out Johnson, as he started to leave
the ring, appeared paralyzed or fright-
ened, or both, and leaned heavily on the
ropes.

Langford s weight was announced as
185 and he appeared to be in fine con-
dition. Johnson weighed in at 175.
This was Langford's first appearance in
New York in three years.
