WASHINGTON. department of a
big railroad seeks to guaran-

tee its train? against wrecks, it finds
on the market a great many devices
which .are supposed "to almost
wholly eliminate the danger
of., serious wrecks. The block
signal system for years has been re- -

. garded as the best protection that ex
perience could provide, and yet. the
best block signal system that the signal
manufacturers of the United States
have offered the railroads nas not over-ocm- e

the personal equation in train
operation. Big railroad systems will
pay large sums for a successful wreck
preventive.

Have SO.000 Miles of Blocks.
Some 80,000 miles of railroad line "in

the United States are now operated by
block system, two-thir- ds of it under
the "manual" block and one-thi- rd un- -

agreed that the "automatic" system Is
superior to the "manual" sysem, andyet, under present conditions, even It
has not entirely put an end to wrecks,
since dispatchers and telegraph oper-
ators are still liable to make mistakes,
and since train men are still at times
either forgetful or careless of their
orders.

The desire on every hand has been to
find a system that will make it im-
possible for a train to be moved con-
trary to orders. Many kinds of auto-
matic stops have been brought out. But
an automatic stop which will not stop
a train against its own defects, as
well as to warn the engineer of other
occasions for stopping, is more of a
menace than advantage. For instance,
if an automatic stop is supposed to be
set, and it proves not to be, its failuremight result in a worse wreck than itwas intended to prevent. The engi-
neer, finding no obstructing device In
his way, might assume that the road
was clear ahead and rush on to cer-
tain disaster. The ideal train stop,
therefore, must ha ona-which- when out
of order, will be in position to stop a
train. It must detect its own failure
as 'well as to warn off operating condi-
tions that require a train to come to a
Standstill.

One That Iteally Is Safe.
When the block signal and train

control board of the interstate com-
merce commission made its investi-
gations and drew its conclusions, it
laid down as the one absolute neces
sity of a safe train stop that It should j

uk su ucaiucu mai tut; urcHAae ur
removal of the stop from the roadside
should cause an application of the
brakes. In one apparatus of this kind
this object is accomplished by having
a rigid member so securely fastened
to the track as to be as little suscepti-
ble to breakage or removal as the rail
itself. This rigid member comes in
contact with a lever on the engine,
which causes the valve of the air
brakes to be opened, and, when in
normal position, it strikes this lever on
every train that passes. It is in this
pesition at the entrance of a train to
each block, if the signals are set at
"stop," or If the block section is ob-
structed. If, however, the fixed sig-
nal is at "proceed." or the route is
clear, the movable roadside member
goes Into operation in a way to strike
another lever, so as to close the valves
of the air brake and thus nullifies its
action in striking the former lever. In
this way it Is operated every time a
train passes, and, therefore, must al-
ways be kept in condition.

Most automatic train stops are only
operated when an emergency stop is
made, or when periodically tested, and
are thus more in the category of life
preservers and fire extinguishers
used only in emergencies and, there-
fore, not likely always to be in oper-
ating condition.

Australian Has Good System.
One of the most extensive efforts in

the perfection of an automatic train
control system that has been made, is
being worked out by an inventor of
Sydney. Australia. He bought a piece
of old disused railroad and laid two

HEAVY DOCKET IN
FEDERAL COURT

A MMTJNITION smussrlers. mm run- -
j r ners and border violators of the

neutrality law will find hard
sledding in federal court this term,
judging from the announcement made
by judge T. S. Maxey at the opening
of the October term of the court Mon-
day morning.

After the grand jury had been drawn
and sworn, judge ilaxey, in his cus-
tomary instructions to the grand ju-
rors, announced that the United States
supreme court had reversed the rul-
ing he had made in the federal court
and had held that It was not necessary
to actually export ammunition or mu-
nitions of war to Mexico, but that ship-
ping it from point to point, even in El
faso, was all that would be necessary
to convict, providing that the "intent to
smuggle" the munitions of war was
shown. This is considered by attor-
neys as a ruling that will have much
influence in stopping the wholesale
smuggling of ammunition along tho
border.

Court Convenes.
The United States district court for

the western district of Texas convened
at 10 oclock Monday morning. The
term is expected ' to last three weeks.
the first week to be devoted to civil
cases and the last two to criminal busi-
ness. As soon as the oath, the inquiry
as to qualifications and the other rou-
tine had been disposed of, the grand
jury adjourned to its room In the fed-
eral building to organize under the
direction of Judge J. L. Clapp, the new
district attorney, assisted by Robert

assistant district attorney at El
Paso, and Charles C. Cresson. assist-
ant at San Antonio. The petit jury was
next called and sworn and dismissed
until i oclock, when the first case on
the civil doeset was called for trial.
This was the case of E. Ramirez
against the Texas & Pacific railroad, a
suit for damages resulting from per-
sonal injuries.

The suit of the Black Mountain Cat-
tle company against the Santa Fe was
dismissed by consent of both sides.
"EB8 vHnKlJ SBteiiu. to continue and to
dismiss were heard by Judge, Maxey. A
majority of the leaves to amend were
made necessary by the new pleading
act by which the state' pleading is ap-
plied to the procedure in federal court.
This is intended to save time and to
force the parties to the suit to join
issues. One of these cases where leave
to amend was granted was that of
Charles A. Kinkel against E. Z. Steever,
a suit growing out of the incident dur-
ing the ammunition blockade when
Kinkel's automobile tire was punctured
by a shot from a United States sol-
dier's rifle at the viaduct. Kinkel ap- -
pearea in person, Dut uen. steever is
in Washington.

On the civil docket appear the cases
of "the United States against one auto-
mobile." These cases are the result of
seizure of automobiles by customs of-
ficials when dutiable goods were be-
ing carried across the line from Juarez
without being declared. There are three
of these suits on the civil docket.

Another suit of special interest is
"the United States against Jose Inez
Salazar" tc forfeit his bond of $1000,
which he gave for his appearance in
the U. S. commissioner's court. Salazar
is now in the federal army.

Max Weber's suit against the city of
El Paso for damages resulting from
overflow in East El Paso was calledbut no attorney was present to repre-
sent either side.

Suits Against Railroads.
There are a number of suits of theUnited States against the G. H. & S. A.

for violation of the hours of servico
law. which will be called this week.

Bernhard Hoersgan against South-
western Portland Cement company, a
suit for damages, due to personal in-
juries, is also entered on the docket at
this term.

The attorneys for the Kansas City
Consolidated Mining and Smelting, com-
pany asked leave to intervene in thesuit which has bee"n brought by the
El Paso Water Users' associationagainst W. H. Austin and practically
every property owner in the Rio Grande
valley to try title to land as a prelim-
inary step to the opening of the Ele-
phant Butte project This suit will not
be tried until the April term of thacourt

Interesting Criminal Docket.
The criminal docket is expected to bo

the most interesting part of the federal
court term. There are no big cases for
this term, although there are a large
number of ammunition smuggling
cases, white slave cases and Chinese
appeal cases. The cases of Powell Rob-
erts and J. B. Badger, charged with
