Some
Lhenrtily endorsed the idea and others
balked and dida't wish to express
themselves Dr, K H. Irvin, president
of the schoo)l board, sald: “Waould I

like to be the president of a board
on which there were women? [ never
have found mixed boards In any work
nz effective uz elther all men eor all
women. The school board takes the
fingl action on everything pertaining
to the schools and [ think it would be
wrking & long chanece Lo try = mixed
board. Make It all women, or all men,
but for heaven's sake don't mix them.”
Senator Claude B Hudspeth said:
“Not that in any way I would mean to
criticlze the school board as It is, buot
1 think that a woman on any school
board, provided she was a broad minded
buxiness woman, would be beneficisl
In the town of Kant. Texas, the entire
hosrd is composed of women, and they
have done very good work™

Mre, E, Kohlberg, a prominent mem-
ber of the Woman's club;, sald: “I en-
dorse H ahsolutely, hecause ss wamen
are the mothers of the ehildren, I
think they come a little closer to the
dslly deveélopment of the chiid than
the busy men can. In several states
women are doing excellent work, Mrs,
H. A. True, s former /Bl Piasoan, who
now lives in Denver, Colorado, not onily
i= & member of the school board in
Denver, bat s the head of a achool
board of men, and is doing splendid
work.

Modeln Essential to Smocess.

@ comiparative prasperity and soc-
cess of an establishment often may be
determined merely by looking at the
models. Many of the more successful
astablishments keep thelr models on
the pay roll the year round and are
alwaye searching not only In New York,
but the whols country, for new manna-
quins,

Many concerns, Indeed most of the
small ones, enwage modbls only In the
season. These houses are naturally at
the mercy of clreumstances. Sometimeos
they are forced to pay extremely high
wiges and then not get the sort of
models they want. The mirls may hare
the figures, but they may be too bold
of manner, oo slovenly in the ArTANK S~
ment of their halr, or too stupid to add
anvthing to the salesmanship force of
the establishment

Buyers Brook Ne Delnys.

For Instance, in such an estsblish-
ment, although the line is comparative-
Iy good, a buyer sometimes leaves in
ta wait
many minutez between displays. walt-
ing while Inexperienced models strus-
gle Into dresses that thev evidently do
not know how to wear.
