Veteran Fire Horse Becomes Reminiscent and Tells of the Fire --Horses of

Other Days; Auto Is Menace to the Steeds.

4J-jH- E life of a fire horse Is the
I quintessence of tragedy," said

-- - Old Bob in his stall at the
Central fire station. He swltcned his
tail at a fly. "For the reason," he con-
tinued, "there is no certain nd for
us. In some walks of life after one
has given faithful service for a number
of years, workers are pensioned. It Is
only by tbe merest luck that a fire
horse is ever pensioned. After we
finish with the fire department, we are
then transferred to either the street or
the park department. Then, after we
have served there for a number of years
and can be sold, the sale is made. The
proposition is just this: as long as we
can be used for any purpose we are
kept going. I am 25 years of age, and
I have been in the fire department for
1G years, longer than any other horse.
Of course I am too old to go to fires,
so thy have given me an easy job.
1 haul John Yourt the department elec-
trician, around. The chances are that
I will be pensioned when I get to be
useless for that because I am so old
that no one will buy me. Thai then
will make three of the horses which
have been pensioned. John and Frank.
the only two so far, were pensioned
some time ago. That happened because,
like me, they were too old to be any
good any more."

Auto Is Menace to Fire Horse.
Old Bob looked over at fire chief

W. W. Armstrong's automobile. "That
machine." he said, "drove" old Prince
out of the business Prince was the
spryest horse that has ever been in the
department. He had a trotting record
on the track. Whenever the gong
sonnded Prince was the first in place
and the first on the getawaj After
chief Armstrong got the automobile,
Prince was turned over to Capt. Her-
bert Xunn, then city engineer. The
automobile drove Prince out of the en-
gineering department. The city bought
Capt. Nunn a machine, and then Prince
was given to police chief I. N. Davis.
The automobile Is driving us all out
of the business. It is only the fire
departments that can't get rid of the
second hand apparatus that are not mo-
torized. They will: all be motorized
one of these days, a'nd hat will be the
end of us. as far as the fire business is
concerned.

Hard to Qnit the- Game.
"Take an old horse that has been

going to fires for 10 or 12 years, and
It is pretty hard for him to break away
from the game. There are never any
hours off for the fire horse. With the
exception of one hour in the afternoon
when a horse is taken ont for exercise
he stands in his stall 24 hours, always
waiting for the gong. Somehow the
sound if that gong just seems to put
new life into us. making us forget all
the stiffness that is brought on by
being cramped up in a stall for 23
hours. Even now, when the gong rings
I get excited and keyed up Just like I
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used to when I knew that I woulcf go
to the fire. For a time I forget this
game leg of mine the thing that put
me out of the business and I rush to
the front part of the stall.

So Gong; for Them.
"I wonder," and there was a remini-

scent tone In Old Bob's voice, "how
John and Charley feel when they hear
the fire whistle. 'Dad' "Warnock drives
John and Charley to the patroL They
were too lively for the fire depart-
ment. Of course the gong never both-
ers Badger, Barney, Peyton, High
Pockets, Charley and Ed, they never
near such a thing. Seven years ago
those horses were sold to a farmer, and
they are ntw helping to make alfalfa
in the vicinity of Tularosa. All those
horses were in the central department
with me at one time. I remember
HighvPockets better than the rest of
them. He walked like a cow. That s
the reason he lost his job.

Xed Was an Actor.
"Ned, now In the park department,

used to be with me. Ned got too old
and he was transferred. He was the
actor. Ned came here with the show,
'Fighting the Flames.' The show
stranded here and Ned with some of
the show junk was bought by the city.
He and Bill drew the engine.

"There have been some wonderful
improvements in the fire department
since the old days. ,That new triple
combination engine that was, purchased
for the Sunset 'department put seven
of us out of business. The auto en-
gine for the Central lost the Jobs of
two more. Now the city is contemplat-
ing buying another triple combination
engine, and that will send more of the
horses to the street department. The
time Is not far distant when two more
stations will be added to the local fire
department and all the wires will be
under ground. That th,en will be the
end of all of us. The number of horses
Is growing less every year.

The Original Six.
"The original six were: Frank and

John, Charley and Ed, and Badger and
Aleck. They were the first horses the
department started business with. "With
the exception of Aleck, who was sold
to county motorcycle cop "Will Davis,
after he had been in service three years,
the rest served 12 years.

"The horses we now have at the
Central are, Teddy and Nigger for the
hose wagon; Mexico and Frank who
draw the engine; John and Wyatt who
take out the hook and ladder. The last
.wo horses were bought by mayor C. E.

Kelly and John Wyatt and named for
Mr. Wyatt. There are four horses at
the Mesa station; two at Highland
Park, and four at the East El Paso sta-
tion. I am not acquainted with any
of these horses. Anyhow, most of them
will be out of the business when the
city-get- s the autos."

BILL PASSES HOUSE

Washington, D. O, Oct. 11. After ac-

cepting most of the senate amendments
to the urgent deficiency appropriation,
the house tonight passed the measure
and sent it back to the senate in the
hope that body would withdraw the
amendment which the house cannot ac-
cept, and pass the bill.

Three amendments which the house
rejected were for an automobile for
vice president Marshall 37,000; a month's
additional pay for the house and senate
employes and a commission to arrange
for a Lincoln memorial bridge over the
Potomac river.

House leaders doubt whether they can
get a quorum of the house members
Monday, to which date adjournment was
taken, so the plan of submitting the bill
to the senate rate rather to a second
conference.

The vote of the house against allow-
ing the vice president an automobile
was 131 to 235. The senate amendment
appropriating $400,000 for a "home for
the Red Cross was accepted by the house.

Senate May Take Recess.

may now be taken.
