PROBING ARIZONA'S
INDIAN QUESTIONS

Vrkansnft Senator Sny Disease Condi-tlo- nn

on Reservations Are Appall-
ing, and That Sanitary Camps

Are Needed.
Phoenix, Ariz., Oct. 15. To Investi-

gate disease among the Indians, the
relations of the reclamation service
with the Indians on the Sacaton res-

ervation, the opening of the Colorado
river reservation and several other mat-
ters, a committee composed of senator
Joseph T. Robinson, of Arkansas; sen-

ator C. K. Townsend. of Michigan;
congressman C. D. Carter, of Okla-
homa; congressman C. H. Burke, of
South Dakota; congressman J. H.
Stephens, of Texas, and Ross "Williams,
assistant secretary of the house com-

mittee on public lands, has reached
Phoenix. Senator Charles H- - Lane, or
Texas, is also a member of the com-
mittee, but Is not traveling with the
party. ,

Immediately upon arriving in Phoe-
nix the members of the committee
went into conference with Frank A.
Thackeray, superintendent of the Saca-
ton reservation, and C. W. Goodman,
superintendent of the Phoenix Indian
school.

Kind Indians Ilndly Diseased.
A number of reservations have been

visited and, according to senator Rob-
inson, great numbers of Indians are
afflicted with tuberculosis and tra-
choma, the dreaded eye disease. Sen-
ator Robinson does not believe that it
Is practicable to establish a central
hospital for the sick indlans, but
thinks there should be a camp, "With
experienced doctors and nurses, on
each reservation.

"Conditions on the reservations are
appalling," senator Robinson said. "1
think that 70 percent of the indlans
have trachoma and from 25 to 30 per-
cent have tuberculosis. There is no
systematic sanitation on the reserva-
tions and no means has been provided
for instructing Indians in health, pre-
cautions."

Say Alkali Water Rains Soil.
Several years ago the reclamation

service, at the request of the Indian
bureau, constructed several pumping
plants on the Sacaton reservation. The
Indians have been protesting against
using the water for irrigation, claim-
ing that it is alkaline and ruins their
sou. This will be looked into by the
committee.

A delegation of citizens from Parker
called upon the committee in Phoenix
and urged the members to use their
influence toward the passage of the
pending bill throwing most of the Col-
orado river reservation open to public
entry.

PORTALES CITIZEN
DIES IN AMARILLO

Portales, N. M., Oct. 15. J. P. Stone,
a prominent cattleman and financier of
this place, died at Amarillo, where he
had gone for an operation for gallstones.
He died a icvr minutes after reaching
that city. His remains were brought
home for interment. Mr. Stone was one
of the pioneers of west Texas and cast
New Mexico, having been engaged in
cattle raising and banking for a number
of years.

Portales valley farmers have shipped
a large exhibit to the fair at Amarillo.
Carl Johnson and Carl Mueller are in
charge of the exhibit, and report that
the produce is making a splendid show-
ing. The valley has also got out a car
of produce for the Dry Farming con-
gress to be held at Tulsa, Okla. Kepre- -
seutauves win accompany the car and
boost the valley during tie meeting of
the" congress.
