TIMBER AND POWER
TO BE CARED FOR

Ry Frederick J. Haskin,
ASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. f—
When the fifth annunl cons

Eress cof the  conservation-

isls. of the Uniled States meets in
Washinzgton on  November 18, the
questions vppermosi in the minds of
its delegutes wiil be those relating to
foresiry. When conservation started
4s a national movement It was mainly
a movement for prolecting the limber
supply ard for saving the hardwoods
of* the country from commarcial ex-
linction., Then the ides spread. Now
it had to do with thes national do-

maln, dJdemanding that the United
States conserve ts publle lands Now
it took up the watsr power guestion,
inzieting that the water power of tho
nutional domain and of the navigabie
Elreams bé =aved to-all the people
Then soil fertility became the upper-
most stbject In ite mind, and the Kan-
sas City congress deal: almost whol-
Iy with the subjfeet of consarving the
soll. Then came the Indinnzpolis con-
Bresy of “last ¥=ar, with vital re-
sources as the uppermost subject for
congideration—Bow to cut down the
death’ rate And fo increase the al-
lotted span of human 1lfe.
C Baek to First Interest.

While the eonservalion movement
was thus calling atiention to pone sub-
ject ‘and then arother, the origina-
tors of the conservation mbovement
were somewhat uneasy. They urged
that there was conservation to be con-
siderad on every hand, but that if the
rconservation congress stitlterad tz ef-
foris over every poesible fieid of con-
servation It might not succeed ns weil
as if It took up one thing and stuck
to that. As a concession to this con-
tention the fifth conservation eon-
Eress will cpme back to its. first in-
terest—ihe conservation of the timber
and power resources of the country,
‘Foreatry in all its phasrs will he first
and foremost In the deliberations of
the congress.

It ix- sald that ihe conservationists
Are rather well pleased with the at-
titude of fhe prosent administration
toward = forestrs policy. so far am
it ha= been distloged. and a2t Jesst
three members of the cablnet, and
probably the president himsslf will
use the congresy xs an occasion to an-
nounce 10 the couniry Just what has
been done and just what will be done
fn caring for the timber interesis of
the country:

Encmics Forestry .

It is the belief of president Pack, of
the conservation congress. that whils
ths congress has been discussing =oll
resogress and nationsl vitadity during
the past two veare, the cnemies of
forestry have been busy, nnd have
#sown tares in the conseryation whaat
flelds. The sugzestion has been made
in soma quarters that the dispute
concerning states’ rights with regard
to forests and water power was
lapnched by the enemies of foresty,
not I:cca_tme they carad anything for
states, rights, but =molely hecauss they
wanted an Issue upon which te split
the forces of conservation. That they
bave found that Issue is believed | in
many quarfers, but the coming con-
Eress will attempt to remove the dan-
ger of tha split that threatens,

£ prabosal has been made in =ome
quariers thay the best way o promote
the intereste of forestry will be 1o
exempt standings timber from taxn-
tion. It is believed that trees oucht
1o he treated as zrowing crops not
A 3 part of the real estate Tnder
the exemption plan. sa long 25 the
timBer stands on the land the Iand
ought to be taxed at lis value with-
out the standing timber. This, It i
urged, wounld ksep many an acre in
timber that i now being gradually
denuded.

Forest Fire Loss R50,006,000,

It I= estimated that the damage
done by forest fires In the LUnited
Rates annually, even after the pri-
sade that has been mado uzainet them,
amounts 1o $50,000,000—this to markei-
able timber alone, leaving out of tho
reckening the Inealeulable damnre to
the =oil and young =gErowing treps
The conservation congress has put the

2T000.000 a vear for forest activities
