But 300 un-

employed men the first pight obtained a comfortable, clexn, decent bed and a
warm bath for a total price of 5¢, and coupon tickets entitling them to soup at 2¢

a bowl, coffer at 20, rolls or doughnuts

ic, pie 8c.

It 'was snowing hard outside the night of the opening, and hundreds of men
formed in a line extending several blocks and waited hours until the doors
opened. Ae the men filed in, théy wrote in the register, bonght their tickets, and
then went i fo supper or lounged about the big lobby, whers the cheery open
fire brought the heart back fo them. Many went immediately to the baths, snd
refresbed themselves for the night's rest.

Each man locked his ciothes snd personal belongings in an individual locker
and kept the key. He found a clean nightshirt and a pair of slippers waiting for
him in the locker. And before long the whole bix family quieted down and
there was a good deal of resting done there that night,

The hotel cost $100,000. It was erected by Mr. Dawes ag a memorial to his
son whe was drowned a few months ago while trying to save life on lake Geneva,
The institution is infended to be self supporting, so far as operating expenzes go;
