JUST its session Tuesday

in the trial of the Guaderramas
for the killing of officers Gariick and
Russell at the Guaderrama store in the i

Rmelter settlement last June, TnnTn ,

Guaderrama admitted that he killed
Gariick His admission came at the end
of lengrthy testimony and cross exam-
ination

Guaderrama continued his testimony
and was subjected to redirect ques-
tioning Wednesday morning. Jesus, his
brother, took the stand Bhortly before
noon.

Cillett Sars Fouod Bnllet Hole.
Sam E Glllett one of the attorneys for

the defence, testified that he made an ex-
amination of the Guaderrama store on the
day of the killing. He found bullet holes
under the shelving and In the wall. A
board which Donaciano Hernandez, a car-
penter, said he had taken out of the Gua-
derrama

Istore, was shown the witness.
There was a bullet hole In the board.

On cross examination Mr Glllett said that
Juan Guaderrama, he believed, told him
Tfhere he would find the bullets.

Mr Glllett thought that he found the
bullet hole in the wall without anyone
showing it to him. Juan Guaderrama had
told him the condition the store was in and
that was how he found it. Mr Glllett said.

Police Examined Bean Box.
lemetrIo Ponce, who purchased the Gua-

derrama store last July, testified that he
examined the bean box in the store. He was
shown the board in evidence and thought
It was one of the boards of the bean box.
The ballet hole in it Sablno Guaderrama
called his attention to Sablno. Ponce
said, told him: "See that bullet hole. That
was one of the shots they fired at my
brother."

Manuel Guaderrama Testifies.
Manuel Guaderrama, recalled, testified

that a week after he sot , out of jail, he
found four bullet holes In the store. At the
hospital, Guaderrama said that his mother
said to him: "The sheriff in the blue suit
shot me."

Norman M Walker, recalled by the de-

fence, said that he saw a man by the name
of Morgan or Horgan at the Guaderrama
store The man, he said, made the state-
ment that there had been some shooting
after Mrs. Guaderrama had been shot.

Juan Guaderrama Takes Stand.
Juan Guaderrama stated that he wanted

to testify in Spanish. He testified: "On
June 21, Sunday, about 4 or S oclock in
the afternoon I went to my store, which
was closed. I called at the store of my
father, above on the hill. I ordered a sup-
per from a restaurant for my uncle, his
wife, Manuel and his wife. My uncle could
not oome because he was sick. We fin-
ished supper at 7:10 then went to jny
father's store.

"I started out to g-- xo my house, ex-
pecting to overtake my wife and uncle.
When I reached the office of the strikers.
it occurred to me to go into the office to
secure two men to help build a porch. I
came out and saw officer Russell standing
In front. "Guaderrama,' he said, 'come here.'

Says Russell Frightened Mm.
"He was sitting on the street car tracks.

I sat down next to him. I thought he was
going to talk to me about the strike. He
aid something to me that I did not under-

stand. He finished his words by saying
belly ache." Wher I heard that I was

frightened and stood up. Then I noticed
the two men with him. One had large
ears.

"I walked on. when he called me again.
I stopped. He came to me. One man, the
druggist, had a pistoL His coat was pulled
back. At that time my mother arrived,
coming in the middle of the county road,
and passed by on one side. In place of
giving an answer to a question. If any
Mexican had anything against him.' I spoke
to ny mother

Juan Says He Went Home.
"When the three got together I went on

to my home. I did not use 'sa.be de burro.'
I recognized the men with Russell as of-
ficers at the smelter." By "druggist," the
witness said, he referred to Doc Good-
win.

"The next day when I got up I was not
thinking of any dUf'iculty," said Juan Gua-
derrama. "I remained working at the store.
I hitched up my ho-- se to come to town to
get lumber and groceriea I needed and
went back to the store. When near the
store, near the crossing of the street car
track. I saw the two sheriffs about 12E
yards from my house. The fellow la the
blue suit was on the left. When the wagon
crossed the tracks the fellow In the blue
suit grabbed the other one. He said
something to him.

Saw IDs Wife, Frightened.
"I saw my wife standing in the doorway.

She was motioning to me like she was very
much frightened. She could not explain,
only said- - The sheriffs! The sheriffs!' she
told me that the sheriffs bad been thereand punching Manuel with a pistoL I
talked to the bartender. He said hethought they were a little drunk.

"I called the police station and told them
the two sheriffis guarding the smelter had
been monkeying around my saloon withguns. They told me that they could not
do anything aa they could not go out ofthe city. They told me to call '2H.' Icalled that number and a young lady toldroe that the shertf had gone to dinner.
Then I made up my mind to come to theherlfTs office and explain.

Came to Sheriffs Office.
"I came In on the 13:30 car. I went to

Mr. Gillett's office, but did not find him.I told Manuel I thought it would be better to go to the police station I told ser- -
awii rwwner in vena iwo snerixis to thesmelter. Iasked him if he had anyone whocould speak English He said that I couldspeak good enough. He ealled Simpson. Itold hira that my wife was very muchfrightened; she was In a delicate condition
and I was afraid something would happen
to her

"They sent us to the sheriffs office. Ifound the 'officer lady.' She was very no- -
lite. She said Mr. Peyton Edwards was inCalifornia. I asked her if I could get any
other and she said there would be no othersheriffs until 2 oclock. It was then fourminutes after 1 oeloek. I went back to thepolice station.

mother came to the door and said: "Gentle-
men, you must get out." Then Russell forthe first time spoke. He said, "Shut up I' My
mother again asked them to go out. Rus-
sell said: Shut up, , I will kill
you!"

Says Russell Had a Pfetol.
"Russell had a pistol in his hand. I hadto wait my opportunity until he discharged

the pistol so I could fall down and escape
being hit I heard my mother and brother'holler' Then I fell down. My trousers were
torn.

fled that he had known Gariick three or '

four weeks. He thought Gariick weighed
176 pounds. Guaderrama had been a mer-
chant and a blacksmith helper at a mine
for seven years.

Has Lived nere 27 Tears.
He is SB years old. and ha lived In El

Paso 27 years, and seven years in Califo-
rnia On the day of the killing he said he
took the 12:20 car and reached town at
12:40. Six minutes before coming he called
the sheriffs office. A "lady" answered the
call. He talked to h about 1:20 in the
afternoon. She told mm that the Bfaeriff
had gone to dinner.

Simpson told him. he said, that they
would send two men to the smelter at 2
oclock. He returned to the smelter at 2
oclock.

He did not know Francisco Alonjo. He
saw him for the first time at old Fort
Bliss on the day that he was going to
town. He took the boy on the wagon. The
boy was not at the place when the wagon
was unloaded. He might possibly have been
on the outside of the store when the shoot-
ing occurred. - ,

Says Ensscll Appeared Angry. '
Jesus, David and lordlo Dominguez were

not at the store when he arrived there at
2 oclock that afternoon, he said. His uncle
and a soldier, who "looked to be drunk, or '

asleep" were in the saloon, also the two
"sheriffs." Gariick. ahead of Russell, came
Into the saloon pushing a cartridge out of
his belt with his finger. RuBsell appeared
to be very angry. Guaderrama had never
had any trouble with Doe, Goodwin. He
had nothlnp to do with cattle.

Didn't Know What Steer Was. I

"If the Justice court record shows that
Sabino was arrested on June 17 and had
his trial on the 18th, you must be mistaken
about the four or five weeks?" was asked
the witness.

"I cannot possibly be mistaken." he re-
plied. "The inspector went to look at the
cattle. He had some books and said he
ooold not find the brands of any of the
cattle." Sablno and himself were the "Gua-
derrama Bros." tSablno had the salooa and
he looked after the stare. Juan testified.

Guaderrama was shown a check He said
& endorsed it. The introduction of the
check was objected to by the defence. In
consultation with judge Jackson and theattorneys for the defence district attorney
Bridgers stated he expected to connect the
chock with the purchase of hldea The
matter was passed.

Says He Fired Three Shots.
Guaderrama said he fired one shot from

the automatic and two from Garlick's pistoL
Guaderrama saw Mapuel Gonzalez after

"I saw
Gariick fire a shot in the direction of my

Denies Shooting Gariick on Floor.
"I made an effort to fire at him twice."

said Guaderrama. He thought the first time
he struck Gariick his hat fell off.

"Who fired that shot on the floor beside
him after he fell'" asked district attarney
Bridgers. pointing down to the floor.

"There were no shots after he fell."
"You did not shoot at him after he fell,

did you?"
"No. sir."
"How many cartridges were there la thepistol?"
"I think there were five.
"When did this cartridge jam the pis-

tol?"
"Certainly It must have after I fired thefirst time, because when I tried to shootagain it was out of fix."
Denies Knowledge of Russell's Killing,

"You dont know who struck Russell In
the head?" asked the prosecutor.

"No, sir," Guaderrama replied.
"You don't know who shot Russell in thearm?"
"No, sir."
"You don't know who shot Gariick in the

side?"
"I shot at him in the middle. I don't

know if I hit him."
"You did not have a scratch on you when

this thing was finished!"
"No. sir."

Says He Got the Weapons.
"Don't you know that David left the store

with those pistols and went to your father's
house on the hill?"

"No. sir"
"You had Garlick's pistol after the kill-

ing and a knlfa,?"
"Yes. sir I got the knife under Russells's

leg."
'Is It true that Russell was chopped In

the head?"
"Perhaps so. I do not know anything

about that."
On redirect examination Guaderrama tes-

tified his mother was a Catholic and 65years old. The answer that his mother was
a Catholic was excluded from the testimony
on objection of district attorney Bridgers.

Guaderrama did not think a knife sh,own
him was the knife he said he found under
Russells's legs. Guaderrama then left the
witness stand.

Jesus Guaderrama was the second defend-
ant placed on the stand Wednesday.

morning en route to Columbus, N. M., where
he will make a geological reconnaissance of
the lower Mimbres valley, with a view to
determining why irrigation water is harder
to secure there than in the upper valley
around Demlng, N. M.

Farmers in the lower portion of the valley
have complained that they have muchgreater difficulty in finding water than do
their neighbors in the upper valley. Prof.
Jones has been asked to study the prob-
lem and renort on it. He expects to com
plete his reconnaissance by next Saturday. !

Adolph Krakauer, president of Kra-kaue- r,

Zork & Moye's, Sucrs.. inc., and
subsidiary companies, president of the
Two Republics Life Insurance company,
president of the Mountainside Realty
'company, director in the First National
bank and Rio Grande Valley Bank &
Trust company, and pioneer business
man of El Paso, died at 1 oclock Wed-
nesday morning at the Krakauer home.
1101 Mesa avenue.

Mr. Krakauer had an attack of heart
trouble at midnight. Ho had been af-
flicted with this disease for several
years. His condition did not improve
and his death followed at 1 oclock,
with his family at his bedside Mr.
Krakauer went abroad recently for a
vacation trip and had been home only
a few weeks. He would have been 68
years old, if he had lived until May '3.
as he was born In 'Furth, Bavaria, on
May 23. 1846.

In 1865 Mr. Krakauer came to Amer-
ica alone and was employed as a clerk
in New York City, where he gained his
first business experience. In 1S6S he
removed to San Antonio. Texas, where
he worked for Louis Zork, whose daugh-
ter. Miss Ada Zork. he married in San
Antonio before coming to El Paso to
make his permanent home.

Came Here 43 Years Ago.
Forty-tw- o years ago Mr. and Mrs. A.

Krakauer arrived in El Paso as bride
and groom. Mr. Krakauer first worked
for Joseph Schutz at his store on San
Francisco street, near the present lo-
cation of the big plant of Krakauer.
Zork & Moye's, Sncrs. He then went

Virginia Pulp & Paper company the
and Maryland and the destruction of

Pioneer Merchant, Dies
with the Ketelsea ADegetau wholesale
hardware dealers. It was in this store
that Mr. Krakauer learned the. heavy
hardware business which afterward
made him his fortune.

Realizing the importance of El Paso's
trade territory, he organized the Kra-
kauer, Zork & Moye Hardware com-
pany, together with Gus Zork. who luis
been identified with the Chihuahua
branch of the company in recent years,
and Ed Moye. now a local banker.

Relinquishes Control to Seas.
Mr. Krakauer had gradually retired

from the active control of his hardware
business here, relinquishing details to
his two sons, Julius and Robert Kra-
kauer. However, he continued to take
a keen Interest and was at his desk
every day.

The Two Reoublics Life Insurance
company was one of his pet projects--

anfi ne devotea mucn time to its uunu-in- g

up. He has been president of the
Two Republics since it was organized.
He was also president of the Krakauer-Zor- k

Investment company and the
Mountainside Realty company. He al-
ways attended the directors' meetings
of the First and Rio Grande banks and
was active in their directorates.

"Was Aldermam Years Ago
He was alderman for a number of
