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The Best Proof of All

INCE OCTOBER 21, 1913, in three months, deposits in El Paso's
ten banks have increazed by $1,305,758. If The Herald should stop
vight there; in its annual review of local and southwestern progress, the

story would be right well told. But the next chapter is too interesting to skip+
in the same three months, loans have decreased $800,000. As is well known,
dqx?dh generally tend to increase with loans, for the reason that so farge a pro-
portion of bank loans are in the form of discounted notes the proceeds of which
temain for a time on deposit in the bank of discount. But in the last three
months in El Paso, not only have borrowers paid up $800,000 of their debts,
but in addition the patrons of the banks have deposited $1,300,000 to their
accounts, showing a real gain of $2,100.000 to the banking funds of the city.
Total bank resources i the same period, termed “banking power,” have in-
creased $649,000.

The banking power of El Paso’s national and state banks now totals
$20,282,000, to which must be added the resources of a big mortgage com-
pany whose statements are not required by law to be publiched with the bank
statements, but whose resources ave 1,000,000 or more, bringing the tatal banking
‘power of El Pass wp to considerably over 821,000,000, A new trust v is
forming which will add $150,000 to this total in the near future, and mm“
in capital stock are being discussed,

In propertion to population, El Paso’s banking power is in line with the big

&nd justifiably, of

financial centers, and far shead of many cities which boast,
their very high standing as financial and commercial centers.

A most remarkabla fact in connection with the El Pase banking situation is
that loans are less than §10,000,000 while deposits are $15,000,000, the exact propor-
tion of loans to deposits being 60 percenl. Proportion of loans to total resources
in but 40 percent. El Paso banks as & role maintain resarves of cash and cash
ftems to the amount of 40 percent or more of the amount of deposits, whereas
the banking laws have required but 15 percent in citiss of this class.

El Paso banks today conld loan $3,680,000 more than they have out, and still
not teach the minimum regerve under the law, But the net result of the long
standing policy of the local jbanks of holding back approximately 40 percent in
reserve has been that mo pinch has ever come o El Paso business institutions by
raaaon of the forced withdrawal of cedit at times of business dulness or serions
disturbance. El Paso banks have been known to borrow money or rediscount paper
to keep their reserves up to the 40 percent mark, but they have never had to
record a deficit in the lawfdl reserve, a9 New York banks have done hundreds of
times. Under the new currency law, it is hopsd by some leading bankers that
conditions will uitimately justify a change in the reserve policy, and & letting
vut of more money. But no El Paso banker is going to change his policy until he
sees very clearly just what effect the new reserve plas will have, and Just what
sort of protection it will afford in time of stress

Spmetimes El Paso bankers have been condemned as excessively conservative.
Eaatern bankers, used to loaning down to their legal reserves and then screwing up
the vise just when business relief becomes imperative, have never comprehended
why the privailing interest rate is kept at & percent when it might be lowered by
turning lodse mofe money to go to work and make profits for the banks, Some
critics in the east heve even quastioned the quality of our western securities,
asserting that there must be grest risk to justify a rate of 8 percent and make
snoh heavy reserves pecessary. But the real answer is that western banking is
done on av entirely different basie from sastern banking, and that leans, while
their ultimate security is as sound as the foundations of American achicvement;
growth, and national wealth, are not a5 a rule 50 mobils as the prevalent loans in
the east; that “investment banking” is carried on to 2 grester extent thas in the
eagt, where “commercial banking” imvolves quick tummovers of great capital at
smail profiis per wmit,

At any rate, the traditional policy of El Paso bankers kas proved itself wise, in
the long ren of steady growth and uninterrupted development. At times when
several years of comparative dulpess have succeeded one another, credit has never
been withdrawn from legitimnte borrowers carrying on enterprises employing labor,
producing wealth, or doing an established business. Nor have liguidatioms of real
estate been forced,

It is partly from this cause that the record has Deen so firmly establisked,
to the effect that “El Paso has never had a boom, yet real estate investments have
steadily i in value, and po man has ever lost money in El Pago realty
unless he found himself forced to sell on a dull market in order to protect other
interests” No man who bought wisely and held on,; ever lost money in El
Paso reslty. !
