Springfield, UL, Feb. 2. Funeral services
for former senator Shelby M. CuIIom were
held in the hall of representatives of the
state house late Sunday.

and eulogies were delivered by governor
Dunne, senator Lawrence Y. Sherman and
Clinton L. Conkllngr. from the same rostrum
from which Mr. Cullom five times addressed
the legislature whicn naa eieciea mm to tne
upper house at Washington.

With governor Donne among the speakers,
the audience included all the governors now
living who followed Mr. Cullom into the
chair. The predominant strain of the eulo-
gies was the unassuming honesty and stead-
fastness of the deceased.

The coffin, in a great mass of flowers,
rested under the rostrum and between the
famous paintings of Lincoln and Douglas
which hang on either side of the halL The
2200 seats were quickly filled as soon as
the doors were opened and hundreds were
turned away. In the hail were friends and
acquaintances, political and social, of many
years, bat the penalty of the statesman's 8E
years of life was seen in the absence of
close relatives. Of his own blood there were
present only two nieces.
