LOWERED SLIGHTLY
ENVER, Colo, Feb. 14. One manD was killed in the Colorado Fuel
and Iron company's mines last

oar for every 176,957 tons of coal pro-
duced, according; to the testimony of
J. F. Wellborn, president of the com-
pany before the house strike inevti-gatin- g

committee today. The total
r, umber killed In the 20 operating
rrines of t.e corporation was 17.

In 1912, 20 were killed, or one for "j

every 175,579 tons; in 1911. 22. or one
tor every 149,362 tons. In 1910, ex-

cluding the two great disasters at
Pilmero and Starkvllle, 36 men were
1 llled, one for every 112,573 tons. The
Primero and Starkvllle disasters, Mr
Wellborn testified, were the only
serious explosions which had occurred
in the mines of bis company since he
became head of the corporation in
1907.

The testimony relative to fatalities
came after a long series of questions
by James Brewster, attorney for the
United Mine Workers of America,
touching Mr. Wellborn's knowledge of
mining statistics in America and
abroad.

Feds Responsibility fer Men.
In redirect examination Wellborn

was asked by his attorney, Fred Her-r'ngto- n,

whether he felt any obliga-
tions to the miners who had taken
employment with the company with
the understanding that they were to
work under "open shop" conditions.

"Yes." replied the witness with em-
phasis.

"I feel so much responsibility for
them that I shall never ask them to
leave our mines tf they don't join a
union."

"Do you feel under as much obliga-
tion, to these men as you do to the
United Mine Workei--s of America,?"'

"I am under no obligations whatever
to the United Mine Workers and shall
be under none as long, as the present
conditions rcsasHnV

"You realised that this strike rould
be a serious matter, did you not?'

for the sake of preventing this strike?"

"No."
States Preference fer Open Shops.
The witness was questioned at

length regarding the effect of the
strike and admitted that coal produc-
tion in the last months of 1913 was
seriously curtailed.

"Do you think this large number of
men went out on account of imaginary
grievances of threats?".. u-..- - i -- . .- - -Many men icit tue Hmtc ciuie .u
strike was called, others qit work
because they believed what they were
told by union agitators, a large num-
ber were coerced by threats"

"I don't consider that any closed
shoo, which prevents employing a man
who does not belong to a union, is 4

ever preferable to a nonunion shop,
said Mr. Wellborn, in response to a
question.

Mr. Brewster asked when the opera-
tors first ordered rifle for use of the
guards.
Brevrester Thinks Operator Ignorant.

"Our first order of guns was made
between September 17 and 2 five days
after the first order was made by the
United Mine Workers."

"Do you, after rejecting the proposal
for a conference with the union, feel
no responsibility for the tragic events
which followed?" asked Brewster.

'None whatever." ,
A long series of questions about

relative fatalities in American and
foreign coal mines brought the ad-
mission from the witness that he had
not made a study of foreign conditions.

"Without wishing to reflect person-
ally upon Mr. Wellborn, I think he is
too ignorant to be the employer of
6000 mine workers," said Mr. Brewster.

CHstodian of Employe' Money.
The Colorado Fuel and Iron company

Is custodian for $400,000 of the money
of its employes, a considerable portion
of the sum being the property of strik-
ers, according to the statement of
Jesse F. Welborn, president of thecompany. Mr. W elborn also testified
that his company settled out of court
for deaths and injuries in accidents.

Hp said John D. Rockefeller was a
stockholder in the Colorado Fuel andIron company but denied that he con-
trolled the corporation or owned a ma-
jority of its stock.

Denies Peenag Charge.

Hermosillo, Son., Feb. It The de-

cree formulated recently by Sen. Car-
ranza increasing the 'jnterioK' public
debt from 20,000,000 to 30.004.M0 pesos,
the object of which is to purchase
munitions of war for the "Constitution-
alist" cause,, will be published tomor-
row. Ten million pesos will be issued
by the "Constitutionalist" treasury un-
der the new decree The money .will
b used. to buy rifles, canaon, car-
tridges and equipment for the forces,
now under arms and to provide
weapons for new recruits.
