The city's future depends on the
child and the character of the child is
formed, not while at work, but while
at play. We spend millions of dollars
improving the physical properties of
the city, but take little account of the
human side. When a city uses its
leisure time well, it benefits, but when
it uses that time for dissipation, it de-
cays."

That was the warning given Monday
night at the chamber of oommerce
dinner by George A. Bellamy, social
uplift worker and chairman of the pub-li- e

recreation committee of Cleveland,
Ohio.

More women than men were present
at the dinner, for the first time in the
chamber of commerce history. Nearly
300 persons were present and that the
imnrewdon made bv Mr. Bellamy's talk
was deep was evidenced by the fact
that at Its conclusion president Robert
Krakauer said the chamber of com-
merce is now willing to lend its name
and as much financial aid as possible
to social welfare work.

The dinner was held at the Hotel
Paso del Norte. Good music was one
of the features. Quartet numbers by
Tarvin Witte. Mrs. W. D. Howe, Mrs.
A. H. Goldstein and Louis Coggeshall,
and solos by Mrs. Howe and Mrs. Gold-
stein made up the program. Mrs,
James G. McNary was at the piano.

Robert Krakauer president of the
chamber of commerce, presided at the
banquet. At its conclusion he intro-
duced Miss Alice Fltxpatrick, whom he
described as one qualified to speak on
social welfare and public recreation
work. Although it was Miss Fitzpat-rick- 's

first public speech, her delivery
was so clear and her thoughts so well
expressed, few realized she was making
a debut 1 i the public speaking field.

Paso has had its head shot off a time
or two, but, unlike Mike, it is still
able to say a word.

"El Paso can hardly claim, howeier,
to have a playground moverrtnt.

"Some three years ago a -- emporary
playground association wa formed,
but other than two or three meetings
to discuss the possibilities f estab-
lishing playgrounds and loc'.ing over
some possible sites, nothing has re-

sulted from this organizati' 1 except
talk, but when a number of women
talk, and talk and keep on talking,
they are apt to start something ana
the persistent talk of those interested
in this movement has agitated tne
placid waters of public itdlfference
until ripples of interest are beginning
to appear on the surface.

Funds on Hand.
"Under the auspices of this tempor-

ary organization, Mr. Zubelin. of play-
ground and city betterment fame, was
induced to give a lecture fcsre which
netted the association $240 This 13

still on hand. The Civic league of the
city has a fund of 51000 wh.ch will be
turned over to a suitable playground
proposition. This makes a total of
$1240 available for playground pur-
poses. It is proposed to g've a play
festival in the spring to add to this
fund.

"On one public sc aol ground
(the Bailey) some play t .paratus has
been placed bv the schr-- " At Wash-
ington park the city has placed some
apparatus but this park being so far
removed from the dail life of the
north side child, it is ised only on
picnic occasions.

"This, I believe, has been the ex-

tent of the playground movement in
El Paso. But our hopes are high and
we believe the next year or two will
see more accomplished.

Play Important In 1&tt- - of Child.
"We believe that whf'n the import

ground without a school house, I
would choose the playground. This
idea of play as a means of developing
the future citizen is not new.

"Over 2000 years ago Socrates said:
'Therefore, as I said before, our chil-
dren must take part in all the lawful
forms of play, for if they are not sur-
rounded by such an atmosphere they
can never grow up to be well con-
ducted and virtuous citizens. When
children begin in good time to Tlay
and to learn the proper use of music,
if there be any part of the state which
has fallen down such training will
raise that up again."

"The reason why those interested in
this movement are working for the es-

tablishment of public playgrounds is
because these children must and will
play. It is an essential part of the pro-
cess and therefore they should have a
place to play other than the street
where they may lose life or limb. A
very small edition of a boy is too big
for a 25 foot lot. His mother and
father may not know it, but he knows
he Is too big for so small a place, so
at the first opportunity he escapes.
His nature calls for a bigger world
where he can find various play activ-
ities and association with his kind, It
no available, safe play place is at
hand where his fellows are congre-
gated he takes to the street.

Normal Child Requires Play.
Tou cannot keep a normal child

from a certain amount of play except
at the expense of his natural develop-
ment. If curbed a one point ho
breaks out at another. If curbed al-
together, he becomes ill tempered, sul-
len, discontented, or physically Inac-
tive which i3 harmful to his health.
This energy must have a proper vent
or else it works harm to him.

"Suitable places should bo provided
for children to play in, where they can
find proper play activities, and suit-
able places are not available In a city
unless .specially provided, and these
places should be not Tor children only,
but for grownups as well.

'1 am well aware that there Is no
money for the purchase of playground
sites, but let's get some.

"Why Not Plnygronnd Bonds f
"Why could not El Paso issue play-

ground bonds and sell them in small
denominations to the people of the
city, thus keeping the interest money
at home? All the children of all the
people must play, so both north and
south sides of the city should have
playgrounds.

"As to possible sites in our city
for large general playgrourtds, on the
north side, where the mesa drops into
the small foothills, there is an ideal
space, fashioned as an amphitheater,
containing about five acres. It Is as
close in a large space as could be ob-

tained now, could be safely reached
from any point on the north side, and
has great natural possibilities for
beauty and attractive arrangement of
play spaces, and will never be any
cheaper .than now.

"On the south side Washington park
presents itself, also, when the canal is
finished and the banks ready to park,
at intervals play apparatus could be
placed, thus making a continuous play-
ground for over one mile. A protective
railing would have to be provided
against the falling into the canal, II
we would not have the unwashed,
washed.

"As to the small play spaces through-
out the city, these, I believe, could be
obtained at once, with no other ex-
pense than cleaning and providing the
play apparatus. Owners of vacant lots
would no doubt be willing to lend
these lots for play purposes until such
time as they were ready to build.
These 'lots, cleared of trash, leveled,
and with happy children playing on
them, would be much more attractive
than they now are.

"This vacant lot idea seems to me
the most feasible proposition for im-
mediate consideration.

Utillzlnzr School Grounds.
"As to placing play apparatus, such

I as slides, swings, see-saw- s, on school

the school ground was large enough
to place such apparatus without in-
terfering with the open spaces used for
the cooperative group games, such as
baseball, football, etc., for the coop-
erative group games are of infinitely
greater value In the development of
the child than mere play apparatus
which touches the physical only. If
you obstruct spaces for these games
you take away the very life of the boy
over 12 years of age.

"So we must not lose sight of the
most valuable play and the greatest
good to the greatest number, in our
desire to plan play apparatus. Few of
El Paso's school grounds are large
enough for both play apparatus and
space for the cooperative group games.

Should Hale Public Plnygrounds
"El Paso should establish public

plas grounds where her children could
have proper play facilities. The hope
of the world is forever with its chil-
dren, and when a community acta for
their welfare, it is safe, no matter
what its other jproblems may be. Chil-
dren must play, and if God gave the
instinct for play, can not man out of
the abundance of land God has given
give the place to play in?

"That the playground movement may
go forward, a permanent association
should be organized and we need the
help of the men. We women can talk
playgrounds, but when it comes to
really doing things, we need the men
awfully bad."

When Miss Fitzpatrick had finished,
the applause was generous. President
Krakauer complimented her for the
small denomination bond idea and sug-ceKte- rl

City.
Rabbi Martin Zielonka Speaks.

Rabbi Martin Zielonka was the next
speaker. He said in part: "It is a
good omen to hear the president of the
chamber of commerce speak of social
welfare work. I believe it is the duty
of the chamber of commerce to enter
into this field as well as the material
one. El Pago is advancing rapidly and
we need social welfare work here. But
it must be fostered by the business men
of the community. We send out liter-
ature advertising how many electric
lights El Paso has, how her streets are
paved, how low the taxes are, and all
that, but how much better results it
would bring if we could add to that,
proof qt the fact that El Paso is a
good place in which to rear a family.

"Every great problem comes eventu-
ally into the field of politics, and the
old cry that 'This will lead you Into
politics should not frighten the cham-
ber of commerce from its duty in the
social uplift work. Unless we are wlll- -
tnr- - .tntc. nnlUffS if TlPPd ! WP Will
never get anywhere. I am glad that the j
