Park
Pitman, who has held the job of
county clerk for many years and who
has made a stem winding county clerk
at that, was selected for the slaughter
and shoved off the political band-
wagon to make room for McClintock,
who was thus switched from county
judge to county clerk, although he
much preferred the former.
.All this was done without saying

so much as "with your leave" to the
Democratic party. When Gene Harris
got through laughing at the trouble
he had stirred up for the "ring,' Gene
being a funny fellow as well as a fine
one, he took the big sombrero that he
uses in his characterization of Pancho
Villa and threw it into the county
"ring," raising a big cloud of political
dust. Eugene has so many friends
that he has to keep a card catalog of
them.

Wants to Go to Torreon.
"I am going to the Torreon battle

if I can get there." he said. "It is not
absolutely necessary for me to b.2
there, but I hope that I can. My plans
now are for me to stay here for three
or four days and then go east. If I
get to Chihuahua In time. I will go on
horseback and join Gen. Villa's com-
mand."

Genera: Carranza was positive In
his assertion that his visit to the
northern states was more in the form
of a courtesy than for the purpose of
reorganizing or rejuvenating the rebel
movement. He said that he had delayed
his journey north "because Villa has
proved competent and loyal," and that
he would go back south within the
next few weeks.

Don't Know About Fight.
Asked as to the probable date of the

Torreon battle, Carranza said he ex-
pected the clash in about 10 days. As
a matter of fact, he does not know,
neither does Villa. It seems to de-

pend on the ability of the rebels to
concentrate their forces. Carranza
said he was not insistent on being
there, but that he would go if pressing
business did not deter him.

General Carranza said that if the
"Constitutionalists" succeeded the
working class in Mexico would be

i given every educational advantage.
He hopes to copy tne pudiic scnooi
system of the United States, and looks
forward to higher education of the
peon class.

Carranza Broken Old Man.
Carranza is a broken old man. He

is courteous, just like he always was,
and tries to express his friendship
for the American people at all times.
He shows the strain, however, and it
is evident that the pending crisis is
weighing heavily on him. He Is
nervous and wrings his mustache and
fingers his lips and cheeks repeatedly
while in conversation. He Is quartered
in the municipal palace with a heavy
guard and has only one room. In this
he sleeps and grants what few aud-
iences he finds imperative. He has al-

ways a bottle of wine over In the
corner, in a DucKei imeu nn ice,

All
his meals are sent Into his room.

CARRANZiTcHIEF,
DECLARES VILLA

Rebel General Says He Is Going to
Send aiexlcan Boys and Girls

to U. - S. for Education.
(By Associated Press.)

Mexico, March 3.

CEIHUAHUA, has declared
in accord with

Venustiano Carranza in the position he
takes with respect to the Benton case.
"Henceforth." he said, "all internation-
al matters will be treated exclusively
by the supreme jefe, and whatever he
commands me to do, I will certainly
do. If he told me to try to set the sun
in heaven back, I would to do it if
I could He has informed me that he
is now handling the Benton case and
for that reason I must decline to say
anything more on the subject. Those
who wish further information should
address themselves to him.

"As to the failure of the commission
to leave Juarez for Chihuahua as was
contemplated, all I can say is that no
official order was issued here to pre-

vent their coming. Gen. Carranza sug-
gested to me that the departure be
delayed until he had time to complete
certain preliminary arrangements, and
I transmitted the suggestion to Juarez.
I repeat that Gon. Carranza has the
whole matter in charge, and the de-

lay in departure is due entirely to
his request."

"You will hold yourself ready to
permit the examination of the body
whenever the commission arrives?
Villa was asked.

"Everything will be done as Gen.
Carranza commands," he replied.

Ready for. Torreon.
Villa was in Tare good humor. "You

can also say," he volunteered, "that
my aeroplane has arrived and I am
ready to drop bombs in Torreon as
soon as we get there and I also have
3600 shrannel on hand for use in the

To Send Children to School.
"It might interest the public," he

continued, "to know that I am going
to select 40 of the most Intelligent
young people In Chihuahua and send
them to the states to be educated, be-
cause of the bad conditions of the
schools in this country at the present
time. When did you ever hear of any
of these wealthy people around Chi-
huahua sending anybody off to school
to the states? I intend, so far as lies
in my power, to use a part of the
riches of my country in the cultivation
of the people themselves."

Villa and Carransa Confer.
A number of telegrams havo passed

between Villa and Carranza during
the past few days. The importance of
the Benton case is being recognized
here and Villa is anxious to hve It
disposed of satisfactorily, If possible,
before he leaves for Torreon. "When
shown a newspaper containing Car-ranza- 's

statement that all representa-
tions in regard to the Benton case
should be made through the British
representative, Villa declined to make
any comment.

Close friends of Villa at headquart-
ers are of the opinion that, while fully
recognizing the competency of Car-
ranza to deal with the question from
the diplomatic standpoint, he was per-
sonally incjined, in view of the well
known friendly altitude of the United
States government, to do everything j

DEAD IN MADERA

E. M. Harmon, NlK&t Watchman For
Madera. s Believed to Have

Been Assassinated.
Another American murder has been

added to the long list which have oc-

curred in western Chihuahua since the
revolutions started, in Mexico. E. M.
Harmon, an American employed at
the plant of the Madera company
limited, the Pearson plant at Madera,
Mex Is believed to have been mur-
dered by Mexicans while at his home
in Madera, on February 22

This information was received by the
Pearson company officials in El Paso
Mrmiisv bv wav of Chihuahua in the
form 6f a report from the officials at
Madera According to this Information
Harmon, who was employed as a night
witchman at the Madera plant was
found in the bath room of the house
where he stayed. The other inmates
of the house, including a Mrs. Molina,
his housekeeper, and the woman's son,
declared that he had fored from
an attack of heart had
fallen in the bath tub crushing his
skull

Officials of the company say that
the man's skull was found to have
beencrushed as If with a blunt in-

strument and that a man of his light
weight could not have struck his head
hard enough to inflict such a wound.
He was found dead in a pool of blood.
There were also bruises on his Head,
besides the one on the forehead.

The Molina woman and her son say
Harmon came home from the mill at

had to the batha. m., and gone
room for a bath when he had the at-

tack of heart trouble, fell against the
casing of the door and cut his head,
dying before they reached him, the
official report says.

The rebel officials at Madera made
an investigation which is said to have
developed the fact that Harmon had
said that he was afraid of the young
Molina and that, .as he was not per-
mitted to carrv arms, he feared that
the man whose mother was Harmon's
housekeeper, might do him harm while
drinking. The report says that Mrs.
Molina and her son were taken in
charge, pending a more detailed inves-
tigation.

Harmon is said to be a native of
Missouri and has a sister, Mrs. E. P.
Karr, living at 1817 East Missouri
street, Kansas City. Before taking
employment with the Madera com-
pany Harmon was a forwarding agent
for the Dolores Mining company at
Madera.

ENGINEER'S BONES
FOUND IN CUMBRE

Charred Remains and Personal Effects
Identified as Those of E. J.

Recovered By Searchers.
Bones which have been identified as

the remains of engineer E. J.
were found Monday at the

Oirabra tunnel. McCutcheon was the
engineer in charge of the locomotive ,

which drew tne aoomea . passenger
train into the Cumbre bore. The body
was found at the rear end of the first,
class coach on the right side of the
car. A switch key with No. 105 on
it, an openface watch with a loco-
motive engraved on the back, eve
glasses In a steel case, a fountain pen,
a pocket knife, overall buttons with
the trademark, "Headlight" on them.
a piece of metal from a watch fob and
other personal belongings were found
near the remains of the engineer.

An engineer's torch was also found
near the body, indicating that Mc-

Cutcheon had started back toward
the north entrance of the tunnel with
his torch for a jight when he was
overcome by the fumes and heat.

The body was taken to Madera and
will be brought to EI Paso for final
interment as soon as possible.

WOMAN SHOOTS SELF
BEFORE REYES'S CABIN

Nantes, France, March 3. As the re-
sult of an attempt at suicide, Mme.
Marie Caufleu, a friend of Rodolfo
Reyes, may die. She was found lying
outside Reyes's cabin in the French
liner La Navarre with two bullets in
her breast. A quarrel between Reyes
and the woman is supposed to have
been the cause of her act.

Reyes was former minister of jus-It- ce

in the cabinet of president HUerta
of Mexico. He was among the members
o f the chamber of deputies arrested by
president Huerta's order, October 11,
last, charged with conspiracy. He was
released from the peniteptiary Feb-
ruary 9 and sailed for Havana.

A telegram has been received by
the Mexico North Western officials
from Casaa Grandee, which says that
an extra freight train which was en
route from San Pedro to Santa Sofia
was notified that a number of bridges
had been out between Sabinal and
Urrutia by the federals, preventing
train movements south of Juarez until
the bridges can be repaired.

"Constitutionalist" money has
dropped to 25 cents or four for one,
and there is little or no demand for
it among the people who do business
in Mexico. The drop has been the
result of the prohibiting of Mexican
cattle from being brought out of the
country, the fiat money being In de-

mand for the payment of duties and
for the cattle at Juarez and in the
state of Chihuahua.
