When he
heard it read to congress, he said: 'I
think it was better than it was when
yon read it tn mp' I said: "Senator,
theie is one thing which I believe you
do not understand.

Feels Like an Outsider.
"The emotion of the thing is so great

that I suppose I must be some kind ofa mask to conceal it. I really feel
sometimes as if I were masquerading
when I catch a picture of myself in
some printed description. In betweenthings that I have to do as a public of-
ficer I never think of myself as thepresident of the United States. I havenever had any sense of being identifiedwith that office. I feel like a person
appointed for a certain length of timeto administer that office and I feeljust as much outside of it at this mo-
ment as before I was elected to it. Noman could imagine himself the govern-
ment of the United States, but he could
understand that some part of his fel-
low citizens had told him to go and runa certain part of it the best he knew
how. That would not make him thegovernment itself n th thinir njfIt would just make him responsible forrunning it the best he knew how. The
machine is so much greater than him-
self, the office is so much greater thanhimself; the office is so much greater
than he ever can be, and the best hecan do is to look grave enough and self- -
possessed enough to fill it.

I can hardly refrain every now andagain from tipping the public the wink,as much as to say it is only me that Is
inside this thing. I know perfectly
well that I will have to get out pres-
ently. I know that then I will look justmy own proper size, and that for thetime being the proportions are some-
what refracted and misrepresented tothe eye by the large thing I am inside
of, from which I am tipping you thiswink.

"For example, take matters of thissort:
"I will not say whether it is wise or

unwise, simple or grave; but certainprecedents have been established thatin certain companies the president mustleave the room first and people mustgive way to him. "They most learn tonot sit down if he Is standing up. Itis a verv uncomfortable ihlnn- - tn hooto think of all the other people
Ijet.up and sit dowana all Ina

sort or tning. so when I have guest;
in my own house and the Dublic is shutout, I adiourn being president and takeleave to be a gentleman. If they draw
back and insist upon my doing some-thing first, I firmly decline.

Delves late Detective Stories.
"There are blessed intervals whenI forget by one means or anotherthat I am president of the United

States. One means by which I forgetit is to get a rattling good detectivestory, get after some Imaginary of-
fender, and chase him all over pre-
ferably any continent but this. Be-
cause the very parts of this conti-nent are becoming painfully sugges-
tive to me. The postoffices, and many
other things which stir remininsences
have 'sicklied them o'er with a pale
cast of thought' There are postof-
fices to which I would not think ofmailing a letter, which I can't thinkof without trembling with the knowl-
edge of the heart-burnin- gs of thestruggle there in connection with get-
ting somebody installed as Dostmas- -
ter.

Too Much Personal Conducting.
"Now, if I were free, I would notinfrequently come up to these rooms.

Tou know I never was in Washington
but a very few times and but a very
few hours until I came last year andI never expect to see the inside of thepublic buildings in Washington untilmy term Is over. The minute I turnup anywhere, I am personally con-
ducted to beat the band. The curator
and the assistant curators and every
other blooming official turns up andthey show me so much attention thatI don't see the buildings. I would
have to say 'stand aside and let me
see what you are showing me.' Someday after I am through with this of-
fice I am going to come back toWashington and see it. In the mean-
time I am in the same category as
the National museum, the monument,
the Smithsonian Institution or thecongressional library, and everyone
who comes down here has to be shown
the president. If I only knew an ex-
hibition appearance to assume ap-
parently I can assume other appear-
ances that do not show what is go-
ing on inside I would like to haveit pointed out, so that I could prac-
tice it befora the looking glass andsee If I coure not look like the mon-
ument Being regarded as a national
exhibit it would be much simpler
than being shaken hands with by thewhole United States.

"And yet even that Is Interesting tome, simply because I like human be-
ings. It is a pretty poor crowd thatdoes not interest you. I think they
would have to be all members of thatclass that devotes itself to 'expense
regardless of pleasure,' In order to beentirely uninteresting. These look so
much alike spend their time tryingto look so much alike and so relievethemselves of all responsibility ofthought that they are very monot-
onous indeed to look at; whereas acrowd picked up off the street Is j'ust
a Jolly lot a job lot of real humanbeings, pulsating with life, with allkinds of passions and desires.

Would Like to "Wear Disguise.
"It would be a great pleasure If.unobserved and unattended, I could

be knocked around as I have been
accustomed to being knocked aroundall my life; if I could resort to anydelightful quarter, to any place inWashington that I ohose. I havesome times thought of going to some
costurners some theatrical costumers

and buying an assortment of beards,rouge and coloring and all the known
means of disguising myself, Jf it were
not against the law. Tou see I have
a, scruple as president against break-
ing the law. and disguising one's selfis against the law, but if I could dis-
guise myself and not get caught Iwould go out be a free American cit-
izen once more and hare a Jolly time.
I might then meet some of you gen-

Experiences

China May Turn Backward
After 37 Years, the Cclestinl Empire

Threatens to Revert to COHfa- -
clnnLsm; ltuse Suspected.
By Rev. Thos. B. Gregory

PROPOS of the very recent dec

A laration by the Chinese govern-
ment that Confucianism shall

be reinstated as the state religion of
the republic it may be well to re-
member that today is the 37th anni-
versary of the proclamation of relig-
ious freedom in the- - land of the Ce-

lestials.
Chinamen Worship Past.

When. In 1877 a year that. well de-

serves to stand as an important one
in the mental evolution of humanity

the imperial government issued the
decree establishing a free and open
field for all religionists, the whole
world stood, as it were, aghast with
wonder. The Chinaman Is the prince
of conservatives. For all people the
past has more or less attraction, but
to the- - Chinan-a-n It is a religion. He
worships the past, and in proportion
as Its antiquity is increased the wor-
ship is intensified. Nowhere outside
of the land of the Celestials is it pos-
sible to match the Chinaman's rev-
erence for ancient custom.

Opposed Missionaries.
Hence the dogged perseverance with

which the Chinese set themselves
against the first missionaries to their
country. It was about 1517 a full
quarter of a century after the discov-
ery of tHe New World that Europ-
eans began to arrive In China, at
which time Confucianism, the state re-
ligion, was 21 centuries old. In the
face of puch fact what hope had the
missionaries? "Tou came to us," said
the priest3 of Confucianism, "with a
faith that was never heard of until
today, and you want us to accept this
faith in place of the one that we have
known for more than 2,000 years. We
say to you begone!"

Converts AVere Outlaws.
Thus may we see how it was that

for more than three centuries the
feeling of the Chinese against the
Christian evangelists was so bitter.
Hard, indeed, was the lot of the mis-
sionaries, and as for the Chinaman
who turned Christian, his existence
was the very refinement of wretched-
ness. He was an outlaw, whose
rights none were bound to respect
and whose very life ceased to-- haveany sancity or protection in the eyes
of the law.

Therefore, when the imperial decree
of 1877 appeared, giving not only the
preachers the right to preach, but the
natives the right to be preached to
and converted, the world did well to
"wonder and to throw up Its hands in
utter amazement

Is Republic to Back TrackTI
And now, after 37 years is China

China, the republic going to take the
"back-track- " and undo all that was
done by the empire? Or is the re-
cent action of the congress in rees-
tablishing Confuclanuism as the state
religion merely a political mova, with-
out any reactionary significance so
far as religious liberty is concerned?

OFFICER'S LOYALTY
GOT HIM IN TROUBLE

Washington, D. C, March 21. Sec-
retary of the navy Daniels has held up
the court martial findings in the case
of Lieut Com. Charles P. Huff, hav-
ing received reports that the officer's
loyalty to the government may have
had some connection with that officer's
difficulty with J. P. Keisecker, an em-
ploye of the Newport News shipyards.
Lieut Com. Huff was recently con-
victed of "conduct unbecoming an of-
ficer and a gentleman," and sentenced
to lose five numbers in grade.

The secretary said he would take
his time to look into the matter be-
fore taking final action. His atten-
tion has been directed to a statement
made by counsel for the defence in the
opening argument before the court
martial to the effect that by his rigid
inspection of the material going Into
the battleship Texas, Huff had been
costing the shipyard company $3000 a
day through the detention of that ship.
Moreover a naval friend of the officer
told Mr. Daniels it was because of
Huffs unswerving loyalty to the gov-
ernment's Interests In his capacity as
Inspector that he had gotten into this
trouble.

WOMAN TRIED TO POISON
CHILDREN, CONFESSION SAYS

Portland, Ore., March 21. Mrs. Bdith
Edna Hawley sent poisoned candy to
her three stepchildren and the house-
keeper of her husband's family, and a
bos also to her own two year old
daughter, according to an alleged con-
fession which Bhe made Friday when
confronted by the police with further
evidence.

The couple have been living apart
The police say that in addition to try-
ing to kill the members of her family,
Mrs. Hawley endangered the lives of
the pupils of a public school at Ar-let- a,

a suburb, by sending a box of
poisoned candy to her stepson, Stan-
ley, in care of the principal of the
school.

Although his schoolmates urged him
to distribute the chocolates in the box,
the boy refused, remembering that he
had received a similar box a few days
ago which ho had thrown away be-
cause the candy tasted bitter. Mrs.
Hawley's only motive for trying to
poison the family is said to be her
declaration that "she did not like
them." She is said to be a drug user.
