T and ite inspirationg andl started his own great work at Tuskepee. Today
the iastitution which he has built up by his patience, his work, and his
heliel in his fellow Black is a proud and impressive result of kis labor throughout
the time of a geperation of men.

Tuskegee hay 2345 tilled acres and 107 buildings, many of them stately and
periect in equipment: the land, buil#ings live stock, improvements, and tools make
2 property worth $1,295,000. The school also holds mineral iands, It sounds like
2 huge accumulation and yet the school finds iteelf cramped 2nd hindersd in iie
work. :

The school has taught some 12000 pupils; many have taken a shorter course

rinstead of completing the three years and graduating, but the school in actual
money measure has takem in negroes worlh 75c a4 day and tummed out skilled
workers worth from §1.50 to 85 2 day.
’ The human siufl that might have been worthless, shufiling, idling, menacing,
has been furned into blacksmiths, tinsmiths, scientific farmers, machinists, elec-
f trical engineers, carriage makers cooks, lsundresses, dressmakers, milliners, tailors,
‘wheelwrights, plumbers, trained nurses and other workers of immediate need and
valge in any community.

Booker Washington has worked hard to keep the school going as it grows.
iTt grows so fast that mew imnds must always be collected and the man has never
relaxed his work or his interest, His firet principle in educating the nsgroes of
the south iz that tha ednestion must be practical. Theorxefical education there
was no tima for. It isa mle that the whits man needs to learn more thoroughly.
{Literature, higher mathematics, and history are vital and valuable only
jwhen the pupil is also being trained in some way so that be can make the best
usze of imself in making his own living.
