Huerta came with cannon and cais-
sons as befitting a military man of
iron, who had been brought up in the
Mexican federal army establishment
under the strict Schooling of president
Porfino. The,re was no celebration in
his honor, for the town remained pro
Orosco even after he had dissipated
the Orozco revolution. His troops
marched with their goose step stride
through the streets, but it was to im-
press and not to inspire that the

bandsmen blared and the
drums rolled.
'Carranza, first chief of the third rev-

olution in as many years, came up the
North Western railroad track from the
direction of bloody Bauche, saddle sore
and with a world weary look in his be-
spectacled eyes as if he w'ould havo
done with war's alarms.

Child Paralysis Is
Cured By Operation

New York, March 31. Members of
the Medical association of New York
craned forward in breathless interest
several days ago as they watched nine
children, three months ago helpless
cripples from spastic paralysis hobble
about in the lecture room of the asso-
ciation. The children were exhibited
by two New York physicians to show
the marvelous results they have ob-
tained by a new operative method, of
which the basis is the treatment of
lesions of the brain.

The children, ranging In ages from
four to ten years, tottered up anddown the floor or twisted little arms
and wrists at the direction of thephysicians, while anxious and smiling
mothers crowded timidly toward thedoor, out in the hallway, ready to
clutch them in their arms the moment
the doctors said; "There" that's all,baby."

These children were selected fromthirty four cases from one of New
York's cripple hospitals, all of themsuffering from spastic paralysis caused
by a lesion of the brain occurring be-
fore or immediately after birth.The operation by which these chil-
dren were benefited consisted of mak-ing incisions at the temple and remov-ing the cysts which had formed fromthe intercranial hemorrhage, thuscausing the paralysis. In other words,
the surgeons went to the seat of thetrouble and removed the cause Here-
tofore the only method of aiding suf-
ferers from spastic paralysis has beentendon lenshtenine and 'sectioning or,
nerves.

In most cases this has been tempor-ary relief and the years generally re-
duce the sufferer to imbecility andidiocy.

If the offender is held to have
acted withr.ut discernment ho is ac-
quitted and handed over to his parents
or to an institution for a term of
years.. If on the contrary he is held
to have acted with discernment he
benefits if between 13 and 18, by the
extenuating circumstances of his age.
If between 16 and 18 he will be dealt
with by common law.

The proceeding of both courts are
in camera, but the judgment is public
The offenders who appeared singly
before judge Flory today were mostly
boys and girls from 12 to 15, charged
with theft or vagabondage. The pro-
ceeding had none of the unbending
severity of the ordinary courts. The
