Which Posterity Will Be Proud Much l

Enthusiasm and Fine Entertainm-

ent-at First Rotary Dinner.

HAT we need in El Paso Is"W the spirit of cooperation
not only among the leaders.

but the spirit tnat will make each of
us take a back seat If necessary for
the general good of El Paso. What
is the glory of a day compared with
a united citizenship of El Paso, stand-
ing solidly for the progress of El
Paso? I propose a toast t& El Paso;
she is greater than all; the royal,
beautiful God blessed city of El
Paso."

This, of course was Zach Ii. Cobb.
It came as the peroration to a speed
by Mr-- Cobb at the first dinner of the
Rotary club, of El Paso, held in the
Sheldon Grill room Thursday night It
followed an earnest plea from Mr.
Cobb to all El Pasoans to bury their
differences and help make El Paso
greater. It is the keynote of the
idea that pervades tie club; it was
the reflection of the spirit manifest
among the membership at the dinner.

Mr. Cobb said it was time for El
Pasoans to forget their petty differ-
ences; to clasp their hands in frater-
nity and brotherly love and boost for
El Paso. "My good old red headed
friend, Henry Kelly., here by my side,

and I can both grasp hands and work
for a greater El Paso; we must not let
ambitions and personalities stay us in
this; we can put aside ambitions for
the moment.

WIllIns to Sacrifice.
"No man loves applause or honors

from his fellow man better than I do,
but I am willing to sacrifice personal
applause for the benefit of El Pas.
Mayor Kelly has just told us here at
the table that he intends when the
new county and city building is
erected to include in it a convention
hall that will enable El Paso to enter-
tain the biggest convention that ever
came to the west. I hop to have the
privilege of making the first speech in
this hall, and if I do, I shall prise
Henry Kelly, the mayor wTio built this
hall for El Paso. Look at the El Paso
of ten years ago mud and adobe
buildings, no paved streets, the elec-
tric cars just arrived and look at it to-
day. Then who can say what the
next ten years, the next 20, the next
30, hold for El Paso? El Paso will
truly be, as I have often predicted, the
largest city between the Pacific coast
and the Mississippi river and the big-
gest of the sparkling jewels, that give
luster to the great Lone Star of
Texas."

"Bury Selfish Interests."
Mr. Cobb said as long as selfish In-

terests were permitted to predominate,
no city is at its best. "With our fac-
tional differences and petty jealousies
to fight out among ourselves. El Pasr
has grown in spite of us not with
our aid. Lay aside these differences:
give El Paso a square deal, and help
it grow instead of hindering it."
