the president and giving him full au-
thority to act. The president's plans
included a request that congress au-
thorize what are known in interna-
tional law as "measures short of
war." which, while not being a dec-
laration of war on the part of the
Vnited States might so be construed
by Huerta.

, Besides containing news that the at-
tack on Monterey by the rebels had ac-
tually begun, te message also con-
tained the information that the rebels
were in possession of the railway op-
erating from Laredo to the capital or
Nuevo Leon".

Gen. Gonzales's message, which was
originally addressed to Carranza at
Chihuahua, reads as follows:

"I have the honor to inform you that
on the 15ththe forces o Gen. Teodoro
Elizonzo and Col. de la Garza captured
the town of Cadereyta, in a fierce battle
with 2000 federals of the 29th battalion,
Huerta's old command. They practic-
ally annihilated the enemy, capturing
120 prisoners, 160 rifles, 5000 cartridges,
a number of horses and supplies. The
enemy is retreating into Monterey un-
der command of Ignacio Munoz. The
"Constitutionalist" losses were small.

"My troops are close into Monterey.
To the south Is Gen. Coos and we have
captured the railroad line between La-

redo and Monterey. The first and fourth
brigades dominate Tope Chico, a suburb
of Monterey, hacienda Canada and San
Nicolas de las Garzas, besides other
towns very close into Monterey With
the capture of Cadereyta we now dom-
inate the canyon of Huajuco Villa
Juarez and Guadalupe canyon.

"At 1 oclock today (April 19) we are
preparing for a general assault, which
may begin at any moment."

SAN ANTONIO FEARS
ARMORY IS IN DANGER

Colquitt Orders Guards Plneed nnd Re-
fuses to Let Militia Move; State

Troops llcndy at Any Time.
Austin, Tex., April 20. Governor Col-

quitt had a long conference with Adjt.
Gen. Hutchings today relative to the
possibility of the Texas national guard
being called into action in case the
Mexican situation demands it The
guard is in readiness for any emer-
gency.

The first Indication that the militia
may be needed came to the surface to-
day, when Adjt. Gen. Hutchings was
advised by Col. Oscar Guessaz of some
trouble which .had occurred or was to
occur at San Antonio, due to the fact
that the armory of the four local com-
panies is situated In Market square,
which is the hotbed of the Mexicans. It
was suggested to Adjt Gen. Hutchings
that the armory be removed or that the
companies be directed to go on a camp
at Bowen's' island. Gen. Hutchings
flatly refused to agree to any such,
plan. He conferred with Gov. Colquitt,
who promptly Instructed Gen. Hutch-
ings to advise the San Antonio authori-
ties not to move the armory or go on
a camp. The governor said the troops
will. remain where they are. The com-
manders have, been ordered to putguards at the armory to protect it.

The ranger force was recently in-
creased and Gov. Colquitt hag also .been
In close touch during the day with theleaders of the rangers. Gov. Colquitt
also was in conference with Cant. H. SWagner. V, S. A., instructor inspector
of the Texas national guard, and wouldnor, be interrupted. It is feared thatrioting and trouble may occur in theborder cities.

STODDARD ORDERED
OUT BY THE REBELS

New York Sun Man I Expelled From
Rebel Territory Because lie Told

of Keal Conditions, He Says.
E. "V. Stoddard, correspondent for the

New York Sun, who accompanied the
Villa army south to Torreon, and, after
coming to El Paso and sending his
paper the real story of the battle and
incidents leading up to it, returned to
Chihuahua, has been expelled from
rebel territory. He returned to El Paso
Sunday. Asked today regarding his
expulsion, he said:

"As far as I know there is no real
reason for my having been expelled.
The 'Constitutionalist' leaders have
been so used to having only wholly
favorable reports published about them
and their doings that they are unduly
sensitive and an effort to tell the facts
as they are, probably irritated them.
There is not any other reason that I
can think of for my expulsion, as my
personal relations with all whom I have
come Into contact have been of the
friendliest description.

"Gen. Chao sent for me in the morn-
ing by an ununiformed messenger
whom I accompanied to the Pblacio del
Gobierno. On entering Chao's room we,
a friend who accompanied me to act
as Interpreter, and I. followed Chao
across the room to a window, where
we were alone. Chao took out a little
book, turned to a page with my name
written on it, asked me if I were the
man belonging to that name and if I
were Sun correspondent. Then he saiB:
'You will leave the country today.' I
asked the reason and he refused t,o
give it. merely adding that if r did not
leave, means would be found for com-
pelling me to. I agreed to go and he
then said that he had notified the jefe
de armas at Juarez to see that I did
so. We then shook hands and I came
to EI Paso. No violence was used, nor
were my goings and comings In any
way interfered wlth. No previous
threats of any sort-- had been made to
me.

"My idea of the reason for the ex-
pulsion is that it was the result of two
contradictory conditions, being in part
an outcome of the growing hostility to
Americans among the 'Constitutional-
ists, and in part the fear that the
truth would come out about conditions
In 'Constitutionalist' territory, as the
leaders must realize that if these were
understood by the American people,
the policy of the administration in
backing the movement would change."

GUARD TAKES SHOT
AT PRISONER, MISSES
Another individual break for liberty

occurred in the federal camp Sunday
night One of the prisoners crossed
the dead line, which has been estab-
lished ten feet back of the barbed wire
fence. A sentry who was at the fur-
ther end of his post when the man
crossed the line, fired, but did not hit
the Mexican, who turned and ran back
into the camp. A similar break oc-
curred Saturday night.

The two men who were shot by sen-
tries Friday night will recover, thesurgeons in charge of their cases say.
There has been no concerted actionamong the federals at the prison camp
to make a break, the 20th infantry of-
ficers say, and none is anticipated.
