“pro Alberta peach blooms too ear-
iy for profit, #s It is estimated that
ouly one crop in four amounts lo any-
thing on aceount of frost. By experi-
menting, we helleve that somse time
some orchardist fn our own section wiil
produce a lkte bicoming peach trea
that will do much to solve the peach
ralsing problem. I belleve thls valler
nas the requlrements of soll and eli=
mEte to He one of the best peach grow-
ing setlions (n the country. Amndther
| thing most Important for fruit raisess
to bear In mind is the right pollination
of the blossom=

“Now fnt apples. Some pespls say
that these are not suitéd (o Rio "
conditlons 1 baileve thst apples are
golng to ha one of the frults of this
secilon. The problem iz to find the
variaty best sulted to our conditions
amd this 1 bellave Lo be tha Arknnsas
Black. People up north do not think
s much of thlg trac, ns they say it id
a Heht bhearer, Bhut It hay the advantage
of baing 4 Inte bloomer and so ix rore-
Iy hurt by frost. Roman Baauly is
also = sturdy Iate bloomer.

As the “wooly apbhin” works only on
the surface roots of the appla trees
the ramedy i& to enconrage deop Tvo0ls,
deap and proper tillage. deep plowing
in tha fall and heavs lrrigation at
long intervals, lstting the water thor-
oughly soak Into the ground, will en-
coursze deén root svstam.  For the
destroying of the curling worm on the
apples, Prof. Garcla advocated spras-
[ng Just after the petals have fallen
for the first spray, and then repeating
the snray étery 25 daye for flve times,
sa that the Insec¢t does not have a
chante th get Insids the frult

For fillers for apple orchards, Prof.
Garcia advocated the use of the Euro-
pean-plum. This tree, ha s, is bet-
ter thon the Japaness plum becsuse it
is & much later Mlooming tree, and docs
not meed swudging. Prof. Garcia sald
that him sectlon waus very well adapted
to plum culiure.

Pears Hest Fruit,

“PanTs ard ane of the yvery best fralts
of thiz valley," =ald Prof. Garcin, "They
are perfectly adipted fo dur dry cone
ditjan="

In discussing the improvemeznt of tha
orchards, Prof. Garein commented upon
the tariation of frult from the samé
varlety of tree. Soma have henvier
erops rofmte jarger sized frulf and sime
later blaomliiz, and be drged aAn ene
deavor to have uniformity In this re-
spoct. He alxo spoke of the idex of 2
padigres iree. when the known qusll-
ties of the parent tree will be Ingcluded
in the graft.

Urges Improvement In Packing.

He clesed wilh a talle on packing
and erading frufr, advocating the
forming of fruit growers” sssocictions
on the order of thosa in Colorado,
Caltffornin and Uregon, who sénd e¢x-
pert packers and graders io  eitheér
pack or Inspest every bhit of fruft sent
out by any member of thelr nssocia-
tinn. Following the lecturs, Prof. Goar-
cia anwered guestions from the favrm-
ors presont.

Prof. Garcian wes followsd by Prof

compo=ites of allkall, its antidotes and
itz affect gpon cropa. For Iand whare
the undér water |= nenr the surface,
draining Is the only remedy. he sald
in other lands he advocated heary
frrigation, tor wash the Sikall down
and deap plowing and manuring, to
prevent thé alkmll from forming In
Orists on tha surface

The erops Prof. Hars recommandsd
as ra=istant to alken are milo miaize
sorghum. kaffir corn and barier. Thess
plants, while not rémaving the alkall
adil 30 much to thé soil that he sofl
Is improved by making the alkall a
smaller perventage of the compoaltion
of the xoil. Sugar beeis are very re-
sistant to afkali, Prof. Hare said, hut
e does niot mldvocple thess yniess there
in a beat faclory in the sectlon, as it Ia

Prof. Hare also wartied [rmers L0
Investigate the amount of nikalf in the
witer used for Wrrigetion.
