It was mituited tor the
adjuaication of the rights of all watet
users taking water from the ifco
Grande below the Klepoant Butte dam
under the Klephant Butte Irrigation
project. It was to be a judicial uoter-miuati-

of the priorities of all exist-
ing rights to the use of water within
said district in advance of the comple-
tion of the said dam.

ft... niaintifr t ud that he was the
owner of 9S6.95 acres of land for which

90 miners' inches had been appropri-
ated in 1850, by making a reasonable
use of such water ana lanas. ine
plaintiff asked that the defendants do
debarred and ferever estopped from
having or claiming any right or title
in or to the use of such waters and tha:
the respective rights of the several par-
ties defendant in and to the waters of
said river might in liae manner be as-
certained, determined, fixed, declared
and established.

Drfemlants Demurred.
Among the deienuiiuts ucre diverse

community ditcnes. one of theco being
the Mesilia community muh. V. V.
Cox, one of the individual defendant,
demurred, as did also !'. J. 1. WesiIalU
upon the ground tnat the Mesilla com-
munity ditch was the real party in In-
terest wno should have brought the pe-
tition. Juda-- K. L. Kedler. in the dis
trict court, sustained the demurrers.
The Los Cruces community ditcn tiled
a motion to make the complaint more
specific and certain, enumerating IT
specific points. The motion was sus-
tained as to the first, second, fourth,
sixth, seventh, eighth. 12th and l&th of
these points. The plaintiff declined to
plead further and judgment was en-
tered, dismissing the case at plaintiff's
cost.

The supreme court reverses the lower
court, chief justice Roberts goes ex
tensively into the history of the com-
munity ditches and their nature ana
character, arguing that the commox.
law doctrine of riparian rights was not
suited to an arid region and upholding
the socalled Colorado doctrine of pri-
ority. He maintains that each individ-
ual water user under a community
ditch was the owner of a right to take
water, and comes to the conclusion thai
the district court erred in sustaining
each of the demurrers and the motlor.
to make more definite and certain.

Text of Syllabux.
The points ruled upon by the supreme

court are set out in the syllabus aa fol-
lows:

1. Chapter 1. S. L, 18S5. "An act In
regard to community ditches and ace-
quias.'' was purery administrative ant.
while Sec 1 of said act makes commu-
nity aceoutaa corporation "for the pu.- -
pose of this act." the legislature did
not confer upon the organization thur.
created, the power to acquire or hoxa
title to water rights. Such corporations
have no powers not expressly or im-
pliedly granted them by the act crest-
ing them.

2. Th history of community acequias
consid cd.

. In New Mexico, the "Colorado doc-
trine." as it is termed, or prior appro-
priation prevails. Such doctrine was
established or founded by the custom ot
the people, and grew out of the condi-
tions of the country and the necessities
of the people: it was recognized by tne
courts of the territory and became too
settled law.

4. An appropriation of wafer does
not acquire a right to specific water
flowing in the stream, but only the
right to take therefrom a given quan-
tity of water, for a specified purpose.

5. The intention to apply water to
beneficial use, tne diversion wonts ana
the actual diversion of the water all
precede the actual application of tn
water to the use Intended, but it is tnt.
