Law of the Camp Fire.
The law of the "Camp Fire" is to

"Seek beauty, give service, pursue
knowledge be trustworthy, hold on to
health, glorify work and be happy."

The "Camp Fire" grlrl repeats this
law at each meetioa; and promises to
obey it By doing; so, she does not
immediately become all those thinss
which the "Camp Fire" law embodies,
but as week by week, and month by
month the ideals of beauty, helpful-
ness, health, knowledge trustworthi-
ness, usefulness, constancy and happi-
ness are held up before her and she
strides to attain them, it must mean
a gradual molding: of her character
to these characteristic-- - Character
building; Is slow, imperceptible pro-
cess by which thoughts, motives and
actions are adjusted to that intangible,
but powerful something which we call.
"an ideal.-- The ideal of the "Camp
Fire" is embodied in three words, work,
health and love. The first two letters
of these words form its watchword
"Wohelo."

Most of life is made up of common-
place experiences and simple tasks. To
glorify the commonplace task and in-
vest it with interest is an important
feature of "Camp Fire" work it aims
to bring a new interest to the every-
day experiences in the work of the
home, in the gaining of knowledge, in
the care and exercise of the body, and
in learning the secrets of the great
world of out of doors.
