dustries in the state of Chihuahua have
become paralyzed. Not a dosen Ameri-
cans are left in the combined lumber,
mining and milling towns of Pearson,
Madera, Parrel and Santa. Barbara.
Urgent advices hsve been seax to the
few remaining foreigners by their con-
suls to quit the country at the earliest
possible opportunity.

The closing down of the biggest in-

dustries in the state is already creating
a serious condition of affairs for the
"Constitutionalists." t Parral alone

500 Mexicans were thrown out of
work by the shutting down of the
mines, mill, .lumber camp and the Par-
ral & Duranso railroad.

Cots Off Rebel llevenue. I
The shutting down of industries also

cuts otf the largest source of revenue
to the rebel government, Freight rates
were recently doubled on all classes of
goods and thus the rebel controled
railroads were showing a good income
Besides this all duties have been in- -
cresmoA in manv cases 106 nercent. This
revenue is now entirely cut off and tne
problem of caring for the hundreds
thrown out of work confronts the
rebels.

A total of 467 cars of cotton from
the Laguiui district around Torreon.
which was confiscated by Villa when
he captured that city and secured

Aside from probably a dosen cars,
owned by British and American firms,
all of the cotton is held as the proper-
ty of the rebels. Some of it, how-ever, has been enjoined by Spanishrefugees in this city to prevent itsbeing imported and sent east to mar-
kets for disposaL The, cotton is val-
ued at about ? 10. per bale, gold, mak-ing the total value of the 407 cara inexcess of $800,000.

The cotton is being stored In alarge warehouse adjoining the customhouse in Juarez, except that whichhas been held up by court Injunction,
which Is still on the cars. It Is be-
lieved to be the largest shipment ofcotton ever to reach the border atone time.
