Washington. D. C. May 8. Each of
the 12 federal reserve banks has had
subscribed to the minimum amount or
stock $4,000,000 to enable them to ef-
fect an organization. The "Sol banks
to be in the system S097 had furnished
to the organization committee at the
close of business Thursday th"ir sub- -
scriptions. Three hundred, banaa sub
scribed to the stock today, bringing tne
total amount subscribed up to J3t,2',- -
000.

Today Is the last day on which sub-
scriptions may be received.

"The largest number of subscriptions
received from any one district." said a
treasury statement. ".' from the Chi-
cago district, in which "SI banks nave
made their subscriptions. Tne next
largest number of subscriptions has
come from the Philadelphia district,
where tit banks have subscribed. In
the Cleveland district 17 banks have
sent in their subscriptions: Kansas
City Sir. and Dallas S07 banks.

"The largest amount subscribed is in
New York state, 1.71S,900 being sub-
scribed by 42 banks."
