San Francisco. Calit, May 19. The

capture of the American brls Geneva,
murder of Americans on the west coast
of Mexico, and the commission of

by the infuriated Mexicans
were reported bv officers and 150 refu-
gees on the British steamer Cetriana
which arrived Sunday from Manzanillo.
ilex.

Ueut. Edward J. Minister, royal
naval reserve, commander of the Cetri-
ana. got his teamer, loaded with refu-
gees, away from Manzanillo by darinff
and skilful action on April 28, when
he believed the Mexicans were prepar-
ing to burn it at the dock by firing
and dynamiting the wharves.

According to tne refugees, when
news of the capture of Veracruz by
the United States reached the west
coast. It was taken by the Mexicans as
the beginning of war. The Mexicans
were Inflamed to a high pitch, they
Qay. and the Americans abandoned
their hemes and fled. All believe they
would have been killed if they had
stayed.

Many Ballets Strike Steamer.
As the Cetriana got away from the

ock. maneuvering adroitly from what
was reported to be an attempt to hem
it in by four Mexican steamers, a rifle
fire was directed against It-- Many
bullets truck the steamer.

Upwards of a score of murders, most-
ly Americans, were reported by the
Cetrrana's passengers, but It was diffi-
cult to trace any of them to an authori-
tative source.

'We left San Francisco, January 31,
and ischarged our cargo at Guaymaa
Mazatlan and San Bias. On April 21
we were all ready to sail north except
that we needed water and provisions.

--That night the news of the taking
of Veracruz was received and the post
officials notified me that war had been
declared between the United States and
Mexico. They would give us no water
or provisions, but told us to saiL We
took on four American refugees, in-

cluding a woman with a baby, and
sailed.

"There was not sufficient water
aboard for us to reach an American
port. The water was absolutely neces-
sary.

"I decided to proceed to a point off
Manzanillo and arrived there April 25,
five miles from the harbor. There was
no American warship In sight and the
Geneva headed out to sea. On April
26 ware were 12 miles off Manzanillo
In a flat calm.

Korrlgan Captures Geneva.
"Tho Mexican transport Korrlgan

with an armed crew steamed out of
Manzanillo and approached us- - I
hoisted the American ensign on their
order. The Mexican commander hailed
us. told us war was on and said he
had orders to seizze the Geneva as a
prize of war and all Americans on
board as prisoners of war. We could
not escape and the Korrigan towed
us to Manzanillo. Port officials came
aboard and got a statement from me.
They were courteous, but ordered no
one to leave the vessel.

The next day, the 27th, the Cetriana
arrived and I exchanged signals with
commander Minister. Minister was
then informed that he could not com-
municate with us, that we were prison-
ers of war.

"A man on board knew the German
minister and got in touch with him.
Commander Minister sent us word that
he would not leave us until we were
released. He arranged to steam out
and pick us up in the small boats. We
were ready to escape In the small
boats when the Raleigh arrived. The
Cetriana started to leave. I raised the
stars and stripes on the Geneva and
a roar of cheers broke out from the
refugees on board the Geneva.

"We got into the small boats and
rowed to the Cetriana. The small
boats were fired on from the bow of
the Mexican steamer Pesoueira, but no
one was hit. When we got on board
the Cetriana she steamed close to the
Raleigh. Mines were exploded at the
end of the breakwaters and attempts
were made to ram the Cetriana by the
Mexican steamer Herreries. The Her-reri- es

is a convict and some of the
convicts trying to swim ashore were
fired at. On April 0 the Geneva was
released and water and provisions were
obtained from the Raleigh. On May 3
it put to sea for Gray's Harbor un-
der command of the mate, who with
the crew returned to the brig when
she was released."

WILL 8E FOUGHT

BI LfiiOlERS
Paradise and Deer Valley

Farmers Will Try to Con-
trol Verde River.

Phoenix. Ariz, May 19. Suit will be
instituted by the land owners of Par-
adise and Deer valleys, northeast of
Phoenix, to prevent the storage of the
flood waters of the Verde river and
their use in irrigating the Salt River
valley. This was decided upon unani-
mously at a mass meeting of the land
owners, who voted to assess themselves
U a quarter section and employ at-
torneys. There are 642 homestead lo-

cations in Paradise valley and over 100
in Deer valley.

The Paradise and Deer valley people
claim that they, not the Salt River val-
ley farmers, have prior ngbts to the
Verde waters. They base their claims
principally upon an old project for the
reclamation of their valleys. Much
money was spent and a long canal was
built, but the project failed because
of lack of funds.

The Salt River Valley Water Users'
association claims that as its members
have been using the waters of the
Verde for years they have all rights to
them, and that there is nothing to pre-
vent them building storage dams on
the Verde. In fact, the association is
now preparing to bore for bedrock at
the Horseshoe bend damsite, prepara-
tory to constructing a dam that will
cost In the neighborhood of J 1.900.000.

It is now feared in the Salt River
valley that the prospective legal fight
will delay the building of the dam.

It was Sunday night when the Held
home was robbed.

Mexicans
here are Incensed over the killing of
Eduardo Soto, a Mexican. 34 years
old, Monday by Luke Short, mounted
inspector of customs.

Short, who was an Arizona, ranger
prior to the dlsbandment of the
ranger force by the legislature of 190.
attempted to arrest Soto, who kas rid-
ing on a delivery wagon. The Mexican
opened fire and then Jumped to the
ground, using the wagon as a breast-
works. Short dismounted and fired
from behind his horse.

After ten shots had been exchanged
Soto ran through an alley and Into
the rear of a store. He fell in a
faint and died soon afterwards. Short
surrendered. He was released Monday
night on 115.000 bonds.

quoted as having said he would takeup the matter with Gen. Carranxa witha view to obtaining a special fund
with which to prosecute the customs

The Mexicans claim Short was not
trying to arrest Soto, but atacked him
because of an insult alleged to have
been offered Mrs. Short.
