IN ORDER in organizing the regional bank for the 11th district is

NEXT nomination and election of directors. The matter is vital to the

interests of banks and business men in El Paso, all west Texas, all of

New Mexico, and southeastern Arizona, which are included in this district, having

the central bank at Dallas.
Each regional bank is to have nine directors: three bankers, chosen by the

member banks Toting in three groups according to capital, group 1 being made

up of the larger banks in the district, group 2 of medium, and group 3 of the

smaller banks; three business men not active bankers, chosen by groups as are

the hanker members; and three directors named by the federal reserve hoard

without reference to the member banks.
While the law does not require it, good banking, good business, good sense,

require that attention be paid to geographical distribution of member banks in

choosing the six bank representatives on the regional bank board. If so disposed,

east Texas or at any rate the eastern part of the 11th district could elect all

the six directors. But there is no such disposition on the part of the east Texas

or Louisiana or Oklahoma bankers, grouped with west Texas, New Mexico, and

part of Arizona in this district.
On the contrary, the banks in the eastern part of the district are inclined

to recognize the moral right and just claim of the hanks in the western part of

this big district to representation, and the essential wisdom of giving it to them.
Only by promoting the most perfect cooperation among all the banks in the
district can the system be made useful and successful. Any hint of geographical
isolation would be as fatal as to Inject petty politics or cheap personal ambition
into the choice of directors.

So, if El Paso, west Texas, Arizona, and New Mexico are to have-- a repre-

sentative among the six bank representatives on the regional board, the main
thing now is to act in concert, agree on a candidate, and work for him. All the
hanks in the district will have representatives at the general meeting in Dallas
tlu Saturday, the main purpose of which meeting is to nominate candidates for
the board and promote harmony among the member banks so that the institution
when once opened will run smoothly and efficiently and render the service it is
intended to render.

The logical man upon whom all the hanks in the western part of the district
can and should unite, as their choice of representative on the board, is Joshua
Raynolds. Mr. Raynolds has an experience of 40 years in banking in this section.

He is president of three banking institutions having an aggregate capital of not
far from $3,000,000, one of them being in New Mexico, and he has intimate
personal relations with almost every bank in Arizona, New Mexico, and west
Texas.

Mr. Raynolds is a banker whose name is as well known in the great eastern
and northern financial centers as it is around home. His advice and counsel are
soaght by the leaders in the banking world. The experience he has gained in 40
years of active Hfe in the banking business in the sonthwest has given him a grasp
of western and southwestern affairs of commerce and finance that is not equaled
by that of any other man who could be suggested for the place.
