He'd
rather be a farmer or learn some trade than
don the mitts.

This comes as a severe blow to old Fitz.

He has de-
voted more than 10 years to training his
boy and working him up to that point, and
now to have the boy break through the
traces, to have him decide that he won't
oe a fighter la a pretty hard blow to the
father.

But old Fitz isn't exactly In despair. He
is humoring the boy now. hoping that in a
few months he will alter his present deter-
mination and go Into the ring after alL
