Torreon; All Are Sent

Toward Zacatecas.

Torreon, Mex., May 28. The military
band of the vanquished played for the
victors of the battle of Paredon, when
a part of the Zaragoza brigade re-
turned to camp here last mgnt from
the campaign against Saltilio. At the
heels of the "Constitutionalist" soldiers
scuffled several hundred federal soll-dier- s.

captured in the attack on the fed-
eral troop trains at Zertuche.They will be given the choice of join-
ing the "Constitutionalist" army or of
being set free. Their appearance.
ragged and seemingly illfed, was In
marked contrast with that of Villa's
troops.

Troops continued to pour into Tor-
reon from the country north of Saltilio.
As soon as possible after they arrive
they are sent south attain to sweep up
the remnants of the Huerta forces.

Zacatecas Reported Evacuated.
The troops are being sent toward Zac-

atecas. where a force of federals is op-
posing the men commanded by Gen.
Panfilo Natera. Rumors have arrived
here that the federals evacuated Zaca-
tecas, but troops continued to be sent
where they would be available to move
against the Zacatecas state capital. A
firelgn resident who recently returned
here from Zacatecas city declared that
there were 9900 federal troops in that
town. Saltilio probably will retain only
a force sufficient to garrison it

EMILIO MADERO IS
TO REMAIN INACTIVE

"I do not intend to take the field
against the federals because it looks
to me as though there are very few
federals left," said Emilio Madera,
brother of the martyred president nad
a general of volunteers during the
Orozco revolution. Mr. Madero is
here from his home in New Jersey to
visit old friends, most of whom are
well known "Constitutionalists." "I
have taken no active part in this rev-
olution, 'hough of course I have been
in sjiupathy with it from the start.
The end of Huerta is near and the
"Constitutionalists" will bring Mexico
peace and real liberty."

SPANISH COTTON
OWNERS RELENTING

Spani-- h owners of cotton, confis-
cated by Villa at Torreon, are begin-
ning to be less stubborn in fighting
exportation by the rebels of the cot-
ton. Thursday a trainload of 25 cars
was brought across the river. Most
of the cotton is being shipped to New
Orleans and sold, a certain percentage
of the receipts going to the "Const-
itutionalists" as an export tax. The
remainder is paid to the owners.

Monterey as far as Montemorelos. butjust beyond this town a bridge has
been washed out
