Vaccinntion, iscixtion of the aick
from the wail an!mals, complete de-
struction of nl] curcaswes of anlmals
which died of charbon, and reporting
of all szmeplcious cases to the local
county henith afficer

Animals sick of charbosn should be
Isolulvd and separatea from the weil
animale. Charbon is tren=mitted Ly ths
horsefly &nd by other blood sucking
Insects.
