Egypt. July llj Recent

by which the early Egyptian professor
discovered the circumference of the
earth.

Among the most beautiful objects
found in the ruins of Meroe, in tho Site
valley, are specimens of socalled "bis-
cuit ware." The ware is as hard and
fine the biscuit or eggshell ware of
China and differs from the latter only
in not being translucent

Older Than Chinese.
In China it has not been found In

works older than 200 A. IX, whereas
the biscuit ware of Meroe goes back to
the third or second century before
Christ. The Meroe ware was Imitated
from ostrich eggs As the ostrich is an
African bird. is evident that the Chi-
nese drew their ideas from the potters
of Meroe and not vice versa.

Finds Underground Observatory.
Professor Garstang, an Englishman,

has discovered an observatory at the
bottom not of a well, but of an under
ground bathing establishment. It was
evidently a copy of the famous observ-
atory at Assuan. where the circumfer-
ence of the earth was first determined

a work which was said to have been
done at the bottom of a well. That it
could not have been a well in the ordi-
nary sense of the word has always been
clear!

TMs discovery now explains what the
socalled well mast actually have been.
The chamber in which the astronomer's
instruments were placed was ideally
fitted for-- Its purpose. Only a strip of
sky was observable On one of the
stucco walls the astronomer has left a
record of his calculations, while, beside

England has steadily
held up before the eyes of the youths
receiving English education In govern-
ment schools and colleges the ideals of
English llbertr, English constitutional
government, English sj stems of local
and national self rule, she has aroused
Indian admiration for her ordered
freedom, for her warm sympathy with
autocratically governed nations when
they strove to win their liberty, for
her shelter of political refugees, and
her refusal to surrender to infuriated
governments those who had taken
sanctuary oh her soil after the com-
mission of political crimes.

"Several generations of Indians havegrown up in the belief that England
loved liberty, that when she saw po-
litical unrest she advised rulers to
seek its causes and remove them, thatrepression of the voicing of complaints

policy only deprived the government
of the advantage of knowing what Itssubjects were thinklnc and thus of

Blind May Now See
By Using Their Ears

With New Sound Device
London, Eng.. Julv 11. Seeing with,

the ears is the latest triumph ot
science in the invention of the "opto-
phone," which has been demonstrated,
before the Royal society by Dr Four-nl-er

d'Albe. an Englishman of Hug-
uenot descent Dr d'Albe says that a
Hind man should be able to read ordi-
nary books and newspapers by sound,
on the principle of translating light
waves to sound waves. While the doc-
tor's instrument which effects the
translation, is not yet developed to its
potential capacity. It enabled a blind
man in Birmingham not long ago to
count me numoer ot nurses before him.
and investigators of the Royal society
have even made out lines of print

The device consists of a perforated
disk which rotates In front of a power-
ful Nerust lamp The type to be read
is placed facing the light upon a rest,
A small. Intensely bright line of light,
passing throngh the holes in the disk,
travels from one letter to the next, and
the type reflects the light on to a
selenium bridge Each letter gives a
characteristic sound, which Is heard
by means of a telephone. The reader
mast know the sound of each letter
to be able to follow the print
