Regulating City Traffic

PERUSAL of the city's pew traffic erdinance shows fhat it js what the city

needs in many respects; it shows that & e=reiul study has bH'H made of
traffic conditions and it meets them in a sessible manner with but ose
or tws exceptiong End these are omiszions only.

One of the mest important objections is that it fails sulficiently te reguiste

Another is the failure to provide for Hghts for horse drfwa vehicles
in mse after might. Both should be imcorporsted.

The object of the ordinance is, or shouid b, mot to throw 2 burden upam
oy one class of peopls, but to provide regulations that will best whuﬂn_lh
nterests of all comcerned. For thst reasen, for Lhe protection of the yedu_tmu
!mnwﬂludﬂvmcimtuaﬂummmthenuum
should prevest foot passengers crossimg sizeels except at iatersections. It a
made enzumbent wpon sutcmebilists and drivers of sther wehicles to exercise care
in crossing the street intersections, and this is as it shomld be, but betwemm
crodsings, tha right of way should belong to the vehicles, Courts have held that
thiy is but & just rule of the road ' _

Moxt traffic mccidents occur as & yesulf of socalled “jay wallisg'—crossing
the girests belween intersections Drivers are paturally carefol, if they exercise
any care st all, at the crossings, but beiwees flocks they do mot expect people
to jump out frem pehind cars or other vehicles aod yun in front of them, but this
§2 often the case. It §s a protectiom to the peidestrians themselves and to the
&rivers &f all vehicles to have sx ordinasce prohibiting crossing of sizeels except
at gorpers

1t is just as important that buggies and otber horse drawn vehicles should
carry lights as that an antomobile should earry them It is not mecessary to the
operation of an automobile to carTy 2 tail Hght, yet the ordinance says one must
be carried. Thia, them, must be to show vehicles approacking from the rear that
the car ix ghesd., I this is important in the case of an sutomobile is it not
just as important that g horse drawn vebicle should have a light to wara of its
presence?

It is even mor: necessary some declare tham the antomedile, for the aute-
sebile headlighty throw out emough glare upon the pavement shead that persons
approacking from the Teur can oée it, even if there was mo tail light. In the case
of 2 buggy, there is =0 headlight glare even 10 give a glimmer of & suspicion
that 3t is there and, without 3 Jlight in the rear, thers is abrolutely ne warzing
of its preaemce.

It may be pryued that sn automobilist's headlights will show him that the
bugsy is theve. The same ancwer could be appled to the automolile situstion—
the Beadlight would show the prassnce of amother automobile. Thesefore #f it is
mecessary o have a tail light en an sutomobile, it is necessary to have ome oo
buggies and horse draws vehicles Oftemtimes a bugpy, daris out of % eome
sireet or mavhep, an automobile turms dese anto a2 buggy owt of = side street
Until the antomobile headlight flashes omic the buggy thers is nothing fo wam
thst the buggy is sear, Many sz automobilist can relate personal experiemces
of this character which have narrowly escaped being diststrous for the occupants
of the buggy. It is protection to the people who drve horse drawn wehicles and
it fs protection to thoss who drive automobiles to put tail lights on the borse
drawn vehicles. As the object of the ordinance is to protect the public, reduce
the number of accidents and conserve human [ife, the coupcil could dc no better
than imcorporate these two omissions Massachusetis, Wew York and Rbode
1slz=nd iz the past year have sdopted gtate lrws compelling all wehicles to carmry
Bghts after might. Other states and scores of citiss alresdy had such laws

One of the sanest provisions of the ordinance iz that which requires aute-
mobiles to stop while a street car d is unlosding passengers. The sectimt
requiring all drivers fo indicate af corpers the direction they expect to take, if
they comtemplate other than geing straight ahead—and evez signaling that
direction when downiown in the crowded gireets—is snother good provisien that
should prevent many acciients or near accidlents. It is easy for a driver intending
turning to the right, to hold kis arm out to the right, or, if he intends turming
to the left, to kold the arm oot on the left side; straight akead the arm would
be poisted forward” This warns persoms driving behind, of the intention of the
driver ahead jn time to mct accerdingly. Too oftem #n ausfomobilist, coming
south on Montana strest, we will say, with 2 number of other cars close behind,
runeing at perhaps the same mpeed, guddesly, withou! warning, turns inle a
side strect. Some of the ofher drivers often have to resort to sirenuoms tactics
to prevent a collislon. The arm beld out aver the side of the car would have
warned thessa drivers long before the turm was made and they could have
veered to the other side of fhe street and beea prepared for what was to come.

The traffic ordinames is good as drawn, but with the twe smendments sug-
gested above it will be befter. The main thing is to enforce it when it iy
adopted.
