Canada
and Australia: her holdings on the
Malay peninsula: her colonies in
Africa, and her fortilied positions in
the Mediterranean, Gibraltar and Malta,
put her at the head of the colony hold-
ing nations of the world; they also in-

crease the field of her protective oper-
ations.

Many of the minor holdings of the
powers with colonial possessions to de-

fend are themselves without military
strength. In many cases the protecting
powers has only very small garrisons
on shore, amounting to nothing more
than local police forces. This is par-
ticularly true In Africa, outside of the
French and British colonies. In the
Pacific ocean and in American waters.

The continent of Africa presents a
notable picture of the Juxtaposition
of protectorates and colonies belong-
ing to Great Britain, France and Ger-
many.

France has a protectorate over Mor-
occo, and her Algerian possessions,
facing the Mediterranean, are bounded
on the east by Tripoli, a dependency of
Italy. Then comes Egypt, where Brit-
ish interests are paramount. On the
Ued Sea and contiguous to Egypt, is
the Italian dependency of Eritrea.
Coming down the east coast are Brit-
ish Somaliland, Italian Soma! Hand,
British East Africa. German East
Africa. Portuguese East Africa, and
then British South Africa, embracing
Ivhodesia. the Transvaal, the Orange
river colony, Natal, and the Cape of
Good Hope. On the west, continguous
in the order named, are German South-
west Africa. Portuguese West Africa,
the Congo state, belonging to Belgium;
the French Congo; Kamerun, belong-
ing to Germany, the Niger Territories,
a protectorate of Great Britain;
French West Africa; Togoland. belong-
ing to Germany- - the Gold Coast, a Brit-
ish colony, and the Ivory Coast, an-
nexed by France 26 years ago.

Other British possessions in Africaare British East Africa, with an area

tion of 5,009.009, is left almost wholly
to the natives for defence. The same
is true of British Central Africa, Soma-
liland, Zanzibar. Basutoland, the terri-
tory of Bechuanas, Rhodesia, Nigeria,
the Gold Coast. Lagos. Sierra Leone and
Gambia.

In the Indian ocean scattered British
possessions or protectorates are St.
Helena. Ascension. Tristan d'Acunha,
Mauritius, the Seychelles, Chargos and
other islands and the islands of St.
Paul and Amsterdam. All told these
islands have a population of about
4 0 too but their military strength ispractically neglicible.

British colonies in North America,
Canada, with an area of 3.600,000 square
miles, population 5,500,000 has a mili-tary strength of permanent and re-
serve forces amounting to about
SO.000 men. Newfoundland and Labra-
dor have an area of 59,999 square miles
and a population of 296,999. Off thecoast of Florida, are the Bermuda
Islands, with an area of 20 square miles
and a population of 17,990, whose military strength Is given as 1349 men.

In the West Indies British posses-
sions comprise Jamaica. Turks and Cai-t-

islands, the Cayman Islands, the
Windward Islands, the Leeward Islands,
Trinidad and Tobago, with a total areaof 12 000 square miles and a population
of nbout L 600,009 Of these the mostimportant are Jamaica, with a military
strength of 1064 and with strong forti-
fications at Port Royal.
