Its effects on us will be. and to urge
very earnestly the sort of speech and
conduct which will be our safeguard.

'Bnecta of Speech.
"The effects of the war on tbe United

States will depend on what American
citizens say and do. Tbe man who
really loves America will act and speak
in the true' spirit of neutrality, aad 1b
a spirit of fairness and friendliness to
all concerned. The spirit of the na-
tion in this crisis will be determined
largely by what Individuals and those
gathered in public meetings do and say
on what papers and magazines contain:
what our ministers utter in their pul-
pits and men proclaim as their opinions
on. the streets. x

Sympathies Are Divided.
"The people of the United States are

drawn from many nations and chiefly
from tbe nations now at war. It Is
natural and inevitable that there
should be some sympathy among them.
Some will wish one nation, others
another, to succeed in the struggle.

"It will be easy to excite passion and
difficult to allay it. Those responsible
for exciting passion will assume a
heavy responsibility: responsibility for
no less a thing than that the people
of the United States, whose love of
their country and whose loyalty to Its
government should unite them as Amer-
icans, all bound In honor and affection
to think first of her and her interests,may be divided in camps of hostileopinion, hot against each other, in- -

opinion if not in action.
