Appropriation Is Only De-

ferred, However, Says
W. E. Barnes.

A distinct feeling of disappointment
will be experienced by the learned so-

cieties of this and other countries and
also by many Arlzonans who antici-
pated important discoveries as a re-

sult of the complete exploration of the
remains of the prehistoric races in
the Casa Grande region, at the an-
nouncement from Washington, that an
appropriation for the work at this sea-
son Is extremely unllkelv.

W. E. Barnes, traveling freight and
passenger agent of the Soutnern ia-clf- ic

Railway company, who has made
Important archaeological discoveries
In this and other countries, conceited
a plan for the complete exploration ot
the Casa Grande region, and enlisted
the cooperation of Arizona's entire
delegation at Washington. Governor
Hunt. Dr. A. H. Wilde, president of
the University of Arizona, and many
others interested in the history of
prehistoric race, which has given Ari-
zona great prominence, as a region
of unfailing Interest, aided the cause.
Mi Barnes, who Is in EI Paso today,
is in receipt of the following letter
from senator Mark Smith:

Grande ruins are
under the interior department, I shall
see the secretary of the interior and
ascertain whether or not there is any
fund from which he could set aside
enough to help us in the preservation
of these ruins.Congress regrets very much the size
of the appropriations they have al-
ready made, on account of the war In
Europe. The imports, of course, will
fal" off from 50 percent to 75 percent,
and this will denude our treasury
enormously. I have no doubt that this
congress, before it adjourns, will have
to institute extraordinary means to
collect sufficient taxes to run the gov-
ernment. vours ln great haste.

M WITH MEXICO

MRHOWLYAVOIDED.

0. S. OFFICERS I
President Wilson Resisted

, Pressure; Now Seeks to
Influence Villa.

"Washington. D. C Aug: 1. The
United States came very close to being
involved in war in Mexico within the
past two weeks, it was shown by reve-

lations made public oy high officials
of the administration Tuesday.

When Carrania abruptly rejected the
overtures of the peace envoys seat by
provisional president Carbajal and at
the same time ignored the diplomatic
efforts of the American government to
brine about a peaceful entry of the
"Constitutionalists" in Mexico City
drastic measures were urged upon
president Wilson. Many members of
the cabinet It is said a majority ar-
gued In favor of sending American
troops from Veracrur to the Mexican
capital to prevent the anarchy that was
then expected to follow from the fail-
ure of the Carbajal government and the
--Constitutionalists" to reach an agree-
ment.

President Resisted Preaaure.
President Wilson, however, firmly re-

sisted all pressure, arguing that the
sending of American troops to Mexico
City even on a mission of order would
probably mean war with the approach-
ing "Constitutionalists." A few days
later actual overtures came from the
Carbapal government In an Indirect
way to the effect that if American
troops would come to preserve order
they would not be opposed, but assist-
ed. These assurances, according to
official messages here, were given by
minister Lujan of Carbajars cabinet,
with the authority. It is said, of Mr.
Carbajal. Other promises were made

the United States was to be given a
coaling station at Magdalena bay, tbe
Chamizal claims were to be adjusted,
and many other things of particular
interest to the American government
were to be arranged.

Gives Attention to Villa.
The president rejected all approaches

of this character, believing the "Con-
stitutionalists" themselves would main-
tain order when they reached Mexico
City. He gave his attention, instead,
to the possible split between Villa and
Carranza and renewed his efforts t
harmonize the leaders, so that a pro-

visional government recognized by all
factions might be set up.

To carry out this purpose the presi-
dent sent a personal friend, Paul Ful-
ler, a New York lawyer, to see botS
Villa and Carranza. Mr. Fuller saw
the president and Mr. Bryan secretly
in Washington and has gone to Villas
headquarters, where he is cooperating
with George C Carothers. American
consular agent. In urging Villa to Join
with Carranza in maintaining peace la
Mexico.

VILLA IS BACK IN
CITY OF CHTEITAHTJA

Chihuahua City. Chita.. Hex.. Aug. IS.
Gen. Francisco Villa has arrived here

from Camargo. Chin., where he has
been visiting friends. In Camargo he
received George C Carothers. special
agent for the state department, who
presented to him a message from the
American government. What the mes-
sage contained Is not known, but it Is
believed to have been an appeal against
a break between the northern leader
and Carraua.

Preparations for troop movements
were in progress here today. It is said
the movement will be ln a southern
direction.

WOULD ASKREMOVAL
OF TT. S. TROOPS

Laredo. Aug. 19. Resolutions asking
that Carranza's first official act after
he reaches Mexico City be a request
to the United States to withdraw its
troops from Veracruz, --where they are
an affront to the Mexican nation." were
adopted Monday night at a mats meet-
ing in Saltillo, according to travelers
reaching the border.

After the mass meeting a crowd pa-
raded the streets shouting "vivas" for
Carranza and the "Constitutionalists
and some cried "death to Americans,
according to the information brought
here.
