Religious Conferences Are
Weil Attended Despite War

More Hopeful View of the Eeligious Situation Is Being
Taken by Leaders; Missionary Societies Feel the Ef-

fect of "War Red uced Finances; Labor
Day Services to Be Heldby 70,000 Churches.

In a season that resort hotels have
complained loudly of poor business.
Christian summer conferences have,
with one or two exceptions, made out
vi ell. The original Chautauqua on
the lake of the name in western New
York, has had the biggest year in its
40 years of history. The next largest
to it was In 1911. Hotels on the lake
named complain of dull timet; and
spending no money, yet they are on
nanu in larger numbers than ever be-
fore. Silver Bay, on Lake George, re-
ports for its public conferences, apart
from Its Y. M. C. A required attend-
ance, an average year. Lake Genevareports the same, with larger numbers
from Episcopal and other bodies not
heretofore attending in numbers.

Coogregationalists had a new con-
ference in the Puget sound country.
Northfleld in Massachusetts, withmany new buildings in its equipment,
was crippled in some measure by the
recall of its English lecturers because
of the war. Nevertheless, it kept up
Its record of former years and. insome points surpassed it Sagamore
on the Massachusetts course, where
Christian Endeavor holds forth, hada remarkably successful sociological
week. The Isle of Shoals Is growing
In importance as a summer conferencecenter. The Southern Sociological con-gress, earlier In the season, broke all
records of attendance, albeit its yearsare thus far only three.

SEVENTY TnOI'SAXD CHURCHES

TO HOLD LABOR DAY SERVICES.Seventy thousand churches of many
different bodies will hold services orSunday afternoon public meetings on
Labor Sunday this year. The date isSeptember 6. and plans In connection
with such service or meeting, put Into
effect by many of them, are to in-
vite members of labor organizations
to attend, to ask central labor unionsto send delegates, possibly to furnishspeakers, to get ministerial associa-
tions to adopt resolutions or have
labor leaders speak before them, to
send invitations into shops, and to use
local newspapers to let workingmen
know of the vital interest of churches
in them.

About 50,000 churches kept the daylast year, but the federal council,
which promotes the meetings and pro-
vides a program for them, reports an
increase this year of nearly half. Espe-
cially will churches of the middlewest and Pacific coast keep the day.
the council says. Prayers providedby the council are for the working-ma- n,

for children and women em-ployed, and for employers.
Vast quantities of tract literatureare being distributed to workingmenat this time, and much more Is goingout to distribute on Labor Sunday it-
